Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SEC. 4. TRANSITION. 8

Unless otherwise provided in this Act, any person or 9

agency that was awarded a grant under the Elementary 10

and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 6301 11

et seq.) prior to the date of the enactment of this Act shall 12

continue to receive funds in accordance with the terms of 13

such award, except that funds for such award may not 14

continue more than one year after the date of the enact-15

ment of this Act. 16

SEC. 5. EFFECTIVE DATES. 17

(a) IN GENERAL.—Except as otherwise provided in 18

this Act, this Act, and the amendments made by this Act, 19

shall be effective upon the date of the enactment of this 20

Act. 21

(b) NONCOMPETITIVE PROGRAMS.—With respect to 22

noncompetitive programs under which any funds are allot-23

ted by the Secretary of Education to recipients on the 24
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basis of a formula, this Act, and the amendments made 1

by this Act, shall take effect on October 1, 2015. 2

(c) COMPETITIVE PROGRAMS.—With respect to pro-3

grams that are conducted by the Secretary on a competi-4

tive basis, this Act, and the amendments made by this Act, 5

shall take effect with respect to appropriations for use 6

under those programs for fiscal year 2016. 7

(d) IMPACT AID.—With respect to title IV of the Act 8

(20 U.S.C. 7701 et seq.) (Impact Aid), this Act, and the 9

amendments made by this Act, shall take effect with re-10

spect to appropriations for use under that title for fiscal 11

year 2016. 12

‘‘(A) SUBPART 1.—There are authorized to 6

be appropriated to carry out subpart 1 of part 7

A of title III $300,000,000 for each of fiscal 8

years 2016 through 2019. 9

‘‘(B) SUBPART 2.—There are authorized to 10

be appropriated to carry out subpart 2 of part 11

‘‘(2) PART B.—There are authorized to be ap-18

propriated to carry out part B of title III 19

$2,302,287,000 for each of fiscal years 2016 20

through 2019. 21

‘‘(d) TITLE IV.— 22

‘‘(1) PAYMENTS FOR FEDERAL ACQUISITION OF 23

REAL PROPERTY.—For the purpose of making pay-24

ments under section 4002, there are authorized to 25
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be appropriated $66,813,000 for each of fiscal years 1

2016 through 2019. 2

‘‘(2) BASIC PAYMENTS; PAYMENTS FOR HEAV-3

ILY IMPACTED LOCAL EDUCATIONAL AGENCIES.— 4

For the purpose of making payments under section 5

4003(b), there are authorized to be appropriated 6

$1,151,233,000 for each of fiscal years 2016 7

through 2019. 8

‘‘(3) PAYMENTS FOR CHILDREN WITH DISABIL-9

ITIES.—For the purpose of making payments under 10

section 4003(d), there are authorized to be appro-11

priated $48,316,000 for each of fiscal years 2016 12

through 2019. 13

‘‘(4) CONSTRUCTION.—For the purpose of car-14

rying out section 4007, there are authorized to be 15

appropriated $17,406,000 for each of fiscal years 16

2016 through 2019. 17

‘‘(5) FACILITIES MAINTENANCE.—For the pur-18

pose of carrying out section 4008, there are author-19

ized to be appropriated $4,835,000 for each of fiscal 20

years 2016 through 2019.’’. 21

SEC. 7. SENSE OF THE CONGRESS. 22

(a) FINDINGS.—The Congress finds as follows: 23

(1) The Elementary and Secondary Education 24

Act prohibits the Federal Government from man-25
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dating, directing, or controlling a State, local edu-1

cational agency, or school’s curriculum, program of 2

instruction, or allocation of State and local re-3

sources, and from mandating a State or any subdivi-4

sion thereof to spend any funds or incur any costs 5

not paid for under such Act. 6

(2) The Elementary and Secondary Education 7

Act prohibits the Federal Government from funding 8

the development, pilot testing, field testing, imple-9

mentation, administration, or distribution of any 10

federally sponsored national test in reading, mathe-11

matics, or any other subject, unless specifically and 12

explicitly authorized by law. 13

(3) The Secretary of Education, through 3 sep-14

arate initiatives, has created a system of waivers and 15

grants that influence, incentivize, and coerce State 16

educational agencies into implementing common na-17

tional elementary and secondary standards and as-18

sessments endorsed by the Secretary. 19

(4) The Race to the Top Fund encouraged and 20

incentivized States to adopt Common Core State 21

Standards developed by the National Governor’s As-22

sociation Center for Best Practices and the Council 23

of Chief State School Officers. 24
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(5) The Race to the Top Assessment grants 1

awarded to the Partnership for the Assessment of 2

Readiness for College and Careers (PARCC) and 3

SMARTER Balanced Assessment Consortium 4

(SMARTER Balance) initiated the development of 5

Common Core State Standards aligned assessments 6

that will, in turn, inform and ultimately influence 7

kindergarten through 12th-grade curriculum and in-8

structional materials. 9

(6) The conditional Elementary and Secondary 10

Education Act flexibility waiver authority employed 11

by the Department of Education coerced States into 12

accepting Common Core State Standards and 13

aligned assessments. 14

(b) SENSE OF THE CONGRESS.—It is the sense of 15

the Congress that States and local educational agencies 16

retain the rights and responsibilities of determining edu-17

cational curriculum, programs of instruction, and assess-18

ments for elementary and secondary education. 19

TITLE I—AID TO LOCAL 20

EDUCATIONAL AGENCIES 21

Subtitle A—In General 22

SEC. 101. TITLE HEADING. 23

The title heading for title I (20 U.S.C. 6301 et seq.) 24

is amended to read as follows: 25

EDUCATIONAL AGENCIES’’. 2

SEC. 102. STATEMENT OF PURPOSE. 3

Section 1001 (20 U.S.C. 6301) is amended to read 4

as follows: 5

‘‘SEC. 1001. STATEMENT OF PURPOSE. 6

‘‘The purpose of this title is to provide all children 7

the opportunity to graduate high school prepared for post-8

secondary education or the workforce. This purpose can 9

be accomplished by— 10

‘‘(1) meeting the educational needs of low- 11

achieving children in our Nation’s highest-poverty 12

schools, English learners, migratory children, chil-13

dren with disabilities, Indian children, and neglected 14

or delinquent children; 15

‘‘(2) closing the achievement gap between high- 16

and low-performing children, especially the achieve-17

ment gaps between minority and nonminority stu-18

dents, and between disadvantaged children and their 19

more advantaged peers; 20

‘‘(3) affording parents substantial and mean-21

ingful opportunities to participate in the education 22

of their children; and 23

‘‘(4) challenging States and local educational 24

agencies to embrace meaningful, evidence-based edu-25
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cation reform, while encouraging state and local in-1

novation.’’. 2

SEC. 103. FLEXIBILITY TO USE FEDERAL FUNDS. 3

Section 1002 (20 U.S.C. 6302) is amended to read 4

as follows: 5

‘‘SEC. 1002. FLEXIBILITY TO USE FEDERAL FUNDS. 6

‘‘(a) ALTERNATIVE USES OF FEDERAL FUNDS FOR 7

STATE EDUCATIONAL AGENCIES.— 8

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to subsections (c) 9

and (d) and notwithstanding any other provision of 10

law, a State educational agency may use the applica-11

ble funding that the agency receives for a fiscal year 12

to carry out any State activity authorized or re-13

quired under one or more of the following provisions: 14

‘‘(A) Section 1003. 15

‘‘(B) Section 1004. 16

‘‘(C) Subpart 2 of part A of title I. 17

‘‘(D) Subpart 3 of part A of title I. 18

‘‘(E) Subpart 4 of part A of title I. 19

‘‘(2) NOTIFICATION.—Not later than June 1 of 20

each year, a State educational agency shall notify 21

the Secretary of the State educational agency’s in-22

tention to use the applicable funding for any of the 23

alternative uses under paragraph (1). 24

‘‘(3) APPLICABLE FUNDING DEFINED.— 25
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‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in 1

subparagraph (B), in this subsection, the term 2

‘applicable funding’ means funds provided to 3

carry out State activities under one or more of 4

the following provisions: 5

‘‘(i) Section 1003. 6

‘‘(ii) Section 1004. 7

‘‘(iii) Subpart 2 of part A of title I. 8

‘‘(iv) Subpart 3 of part A of title I. 9

‘‘(v) Subpart 4 of part A of title I. 10

‘‘(B) LIMITATION.—In this subsection, the 11

term ‘applicable funding’ does not include funds 12

provided under any of the provisions listed in 13

subparagraph (A) that State educational agen-14

cies are required by this Act— 15

‘‘(i) to reserve, allocate, or spend for 16

local educational agencies or other entities 19

eligible to receive such funds; or 20

‘‘(iii) to use for technical assistance or 21

monitoring. 22

‘‘(4) DISBURSEMENT.—The Secretary shall dis-23

burse the applicable funding to State educational 24

agencies for alternative uses under paragraph (1) for 25
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a fiscal year at the same time as the Secretary dis-1

burses the applicable funding to State educational 2

agencies that do not intend to use the applicable 3

funding for such alternative uses for the fiscal year. 4

‘‘(b) ALTERNATIVE USES OF FEDERAL FUNDS FOR 5

LOCAL EDUCATIONAL AGENCIES.— 6

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to subsections (c) 7

and (d) and notwithstanding any other provision of 8

law, a local educational agency may use the applica-9

ble funding that the agency receives for a fiscal year 10

to carry out any local activity authorized or required 11

under one or more of the following provisions: 12

‘‘(A) Section 1003. 13

‘‘(B) Subpart 1 of part A of title I. 14

‘‘(C) Subpart 2 of part A of title I. 15

‘‘(D) Subpart 3 of part A of title I. 16

‘‘(E) Subpart 4 of part A of title I. 17

‘‘(2) NOTIFICATION.—A local educational agen-18

cy shall notify the State educational agency of the 19

local educational agency’s intention to use the appli-20

cable funding for any of the alternative uses under 21

paragraph (1) by a date that is established by the 22

State educational agency for the notification. 23

‘‘(3) APPLICABLE FUNDING DEFINED.— 24
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‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in 1

subparagraph (B), in this subsection, the term 2

‘applicable funding’ means funds provided to 3

carry out local activities under one or more of 4

the following provisions: 5

‘‘(i) Subpart 2 of part A of title I. 6

‘‘(ii) Subpart 3 of part A of title I. 7

‘‘(iii) Subpart 4 of part A of title I. 8

‘‘(B) LIMITATION.—In this subsection, the 9

term ‘applicable funding’ does not include funds 10

provided under any of the provisions listed in 11

subparagraph (A) that local educational agen-12

cies are required by this Act— 13

‘‘(i) to reserve, allocate, or spend for 14

agency that receives applicable funding for a fiscal 21

year shall disburse the applicable funding to local 22

educational agencies for alternative uses under para-23

graph (1) for the fiscal year at the same time as the 24

State educational agency disburses the applicable 25
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funding to local educational agencies that do not in-1

tend to use the applicable funding for such alter-2

native uses for the fiscal year. 3

‘‘(c) RULE FOR ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS.—A State 4

educational agency or a local educational agency shall only 5

use applicable funding (as defined in subsection (a)(3) or 6

(b)(3), respectively) for administrative costs incurred in 7

carrying out a provision listed in subsection (a)(1) or 8

(b)(1), respectively, to the extent that the agency, in the 9

absence of this section, could have used funds for adminis-10

trative costs with respect to a program listed in subsection 11

(a)(3) or (b)(3), respectively. 12

‘‘(d) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in this sec-13

tion shall be construed to relieve a State educational agen-14

cy or local educational agency of any requirements relating 15

to— 16

‘‘(1) use of Federal funds to supplement, not 17

supplant, non-Federal funds; 18

‘‘(2) comparability of services; 19

‘‘(3) equitable participation of private school 20

students and teachers; 21

‘‘(4) applicable civil rights requirements; 22

‘‘(5) section 1113; or 23

‘‘(6) section 1111.’’. 24

SEC. 105. DIRECT STUDENT SERVICES. 20

The Act (20 U.S.C. 6301 et seq.) is amended by in-21

serting after section 1003 the following: 22

‘‘SEC. 1003A. DIRECT STUDENT SERVICES. 23

‘‘(a) STATE RESERVATION.—Each State shall reserve 24

3 percent of the amount the State receives under chapter 25
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B of subpart 1 of part A for each fiscal year to carry 1

out this section. Of such reserved funds, the State edu-2

cational agency may use up to 1 percent to administer 3

direct student services. 4

‘‘(b) DIRECT STUDENT SERVICES.—From the 5

amount available after the application of subsection (a), 6

each State shall award grants in accordance with this sec-7

tion to local educational agencies to support direct student 8

services. 9

‘‘(c) AWARDS.—The State educational agency shall 10

award grants to geographically diverse local educational 11

agencies including suburban, rural, and urban local edu-12

cational agencies. If there are not enough funds to award 13

all applicants in a sufficient size and scope to run an effec-14

tive direct student services program, the State shall 15

prioritize awards to local educational agencies with the 16

greatest number of students with disabilities, neglected, 17

delinquent, migrant students, English learners, at-risk 18

students, and Native Americans, to increase academic 19

achievement of such students. 20

‘‘(d) LOCAL USE OF FUNDS.—A local educational 21

agency receiving an award under this section— 22

‘‘(1) shall use up to 1 percent of each award for 23

outreach and communication to parents about their 24
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options and to register students for direct student 1

services; 2

‘‘(2) may use not more than 2 percent of each 3

award for administrative costs related to direct stu-4

dent services; and 5

‘‘(3) shall use the remainder of the award to 6

pay the transportation required to provide public 7

school choice or the hourly rate for high-quality aca-8

demic tutoring services, as determined by a provider 9

on the State-approved list required under subsection 10

(f)(2). 11

‘‘(e) APPLICATION.—A local educational agency de-12

siring to receive an award under subsection (b) shall sub-13

mit an application describing how the local educational 14

agency will— 15

‘‘(1) provide adequate outreach to ensure par-16

ents can exercise a meaningful choice of direct stu-17

dent services for their child’s education; 18

‘‘(2) ensure parents have adequate time and in-19

formation to make a meaningful choice prior to en-20

rolling their child in a direct student service; 21

‘‘(3) ensure sufficient availability of seats in the 22

public schools the local educational agency will make 23

available for public school choice options; 24
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‘‘(4) determine the requirements or criteria for 1

student eligibility for direct student services; 2

‘‘(5) select a variety of providers of high-quality 3

academic tutoring from the State-approved list re-4

quired under subsection (f)(2) and ensure fair nego-5

tiations in selecting such providers of high-quality 6

academic tutoring, including online, on campus, and 7

other models of tutoring which provide meaningful 8

choices to parents to find the best service for their 9

child; and 10

‘‘(6) develop an estimated per pupil expenditure 11

available for eligible students to use toward high- 12

quality academic tutoring which shall allow for an 13

adequate level of services to increase academic 14

achievement from a variety of high-quality academic 15

tutoring providers. 16

‘‘(f) PROVIDERS AND SCHOOLS.—The State— 17

‘‘(1) shall ensure that each local educational 18

agency receiving an award to provide public school 19

choice can provide a sufficient number of options to 20

provide a meaningful choice for parents; 21

‘‘(2) shall compile a list of State-approved high- 22

quality academic tutoring providers that includes on-23

line, on campus, and other models of tutoring; and 24
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‘‘(3) shall ensure that each local educational 1

agency receiving an award will provide an adequate 2

number of high-quality academic tutoring options to 3

ensure parents have a meaningful choice of serv-4

ices.’’. 5

SEC. 106. STATE ADMINISTRATION. 6

Section 1004 (20 U.S.C. 6304) is amended to read 7

as follows: 8

‘‘SEC. 1004. STATE ADMINISTRATION. 9

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in subsection 10

(b), to carry out administrative duties assigned under sub-11

parts 1, 2, and 3 of part A of this title, each State may 12

reserve the greater of— 13

‘‘(1) 1 percent of the amounts received under 14

such subparts; or 15

‘‘(2) $400,000 ($50,000 in the case of each 16

outlying area). 17

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‘‘(5) PROHIBITION.—The Secretary, and the 1

Secretary’s staff, may not attempt to participate in, 2

or influence, the peer review process. No Federal 3

employee may participate in, or attempt to influence 4

the peer review process, except to respond to ques-5

tions of a technical nature, which shall be publicly 6

reported. 7

‘‘(6) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—A State plan 8

shall be presumed approved upon submission unless 9

the Secretary finds that the plan does not meet one 10

of the required elements, but in no case shall a defi-11

ciency be found due to the content of the material 12

submitted.

Secretary reserves funds under section 1138(c), 21

the amount appropriated to carry out this sub-22

part for any fiscal year is insufficient to pay in 23

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‘‘(4) a description of the State’s priorities for 1

‘‘(6) a description of how the State will encour-12

age programs and projects assisted under this sub-13

part to offer family literacy services if the programs 14

and projects serve a substantial number of migra-15

tory children whose parents do not have a regular 16

high school diploma or its recognized equivalent or 17

who have low levels of literacy.

‘‘(c) ASSURANCES.—Each such application shall also 19

‘‘SEC. 1154. STATE PLAN AND STATE AGENCY APPLICA-4

TIONS. 5

‘‘(a) STATE PLAN.— 6

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Each State educational 7

agency that desires to receive a grant under this 8

chapter shall submit, for approval by the Secretary, 9

a plan— 10

‘‘(A) for meeting the educational needs of 11

neglected, delinquent, and at-risk children and 12

youth; 13

‘‘(B) for assisting in the transition of chil-14

dren and youth from correctional facilities to lo-15

cally operated programs; and 16

‘‘(C) that is integrated with other pro-17

grams under this Act or other Acts, as appro-18

priate.

grams, such as programs under title I of Public Law 13

courage correctional facilities receiving funds under 18

correctional facility or institution for neglected or 5

delinquent children and youth to be responsible for 6

issues relating to the transition of such children and 7

youth from such facility or institution to locally op-8

erated programs; 9

‘‘(10) describes how the State agency will en-10

deavor to coordinate with businesses for training and 11

mentoring for participating children and youth; 12

‘‘(11) provides an assurance that the State 13

agency will assist in locating alternative programs 14

through which students can continue their education 15

if the students are not returning to school after leav-16

ing the correctional facility or institution for ne-17

glected or delinquent children and youth; 18

‘‘(12) provides assurances that the State agency 19

will work with parents to secure parents’ assistance 20

in improving the educational achievement of their 21

children and youth, and preventing their children’s 22

and youth’s further involvement in delinquent activi-23

ties; 24
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‘‘(13) provides an assurance that the State 1

agency will work with children and youth with dis-2

abilities in order to meet an existing individualized 3

education program and an assurance that the agen-4

cy will notify the child’s or youth’s local school if the 5

child or youth— 6

‘‘(A) is identified as in need of special edu-7

cation services while the child or youth is in the 8

correctional facility or institution for neglected 9

‘‘SEC. 1155. USE OF FUNDS. 15

‘‘(a) USES.— 16

‘‘(b) SUPPLEMENT, NOT SUPPLANT.—A program 1

under this chapter that supplements the number of hours 2

of instruction students receive from State and local 3

sources shall be considered to comply with the supplement, 4

not supplant requirement of section 1120A (as applied to 5

this chapter) without regard to the subject areas in which 6

instruction is given during those hours.

Services to students at-risk of dropping out of school shall 14

not have a negative impact on meeting the transitional and 15

academic needs of the students returning from correc-16

tional facilities.

‘‘SEC. 1163. LOCAL EDUCATIONAL AGENCY APPLICATIONS. 18

‘‘Each local educational agency desiring assistance 19

under this chapter shall submit an application to the State 20

educational agency that contains such information as the 21

‘‘(1) a description of the program to be as-24

ing from correctional facilities and, as appropriate, 15

the types of services that such schools will provide 16

such children and youth and other at-risk children 17

and youth; 18

‘‘(5) a description of the characteristics (includ-19

ing learning difficulties, substance abuse problems, 20

and other needs) of the children and youth who will 21

be returning from correctional facilities and, as ap-22

propriate, other at-risk children and youth expected 23

to be served by the program, and a description of 24

how the school will coordinate existing educational 25
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programs to meet the unique educational needs of 1

such children and youth; 2

‘‘(6) as appropriate, a description of how 3

schools will coordinate with existing social, health, 4

and other services to meet the needs of students re-5

turning from correctional facilities and at-risk chil-6

dren or youth, including prenatal health care and 7

nutrition services related to the health of the parent 8

and the child or youth, parenting and child develop-9

ment classes, child care, targeted reentry and out-10

reach programs, referrals to community resources, 11

and scheduling flexibility; 12

‘‘(7) as appropriate, a description of any part-13

nerships with local businesses to develop training, 14

curriculum-based youth entrepreneurship education, 15

and mentoring services for participating students; 16

‘‘(8) as appropriate, a description of how the 17

program will involve parents in efforts to improve 18

the educational achievement of their children, assist 19

in dropout prevention activities, and prevent the in-20

volvement of their children in delinquent activities; 21

‘‘(9) a description of how the program under 22

this chapter will be coordinated with other Federal, 23

State, and local programs, such as programs under 24

title I of Public Law 105–220 and career and tech-25
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nical education programs serving at-risk children 1

and youth; 2

‘‘(10) a description of how the program will be 3

coordinated with programs operated under the Juve-4

nile Justice and Delinquency Prevention Act of 1974 5

and other comparable programs, if applicable; 6

‘‘(11) as appropriate, a description of how 7

schools will work with probation officers to assist in 8

meeting the needs of children and youth returning 9

from correctional facilities; 10

‘‘(12) a description of the efforts participating 11

schools will make to ensure correctional facilities 12

working with children and youth are aware of a 13

child’s or youth’s existing individualized education 14

program; and 15

‘‘(13) as appropriate, a description of the steps 16

participating schools will take to find alternative 17

placements for children and youth interested in con-18

tinuing their education but unable to participate in 19

a traditional public school program. 20

‘‘SEC. 1164. USES OF FUNDS. 21

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—Funds provided to local edu-22

cational agencies under this chapter may be used, as ap-23

propriate, for— 24
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‘‘(1) programs that serve children and youth re-1

turning to local schools from correctional facilities, 2

to assist in the transition of such children and youth 3

to the school environment and help them remain in 4

school in order to complete their education; 5

‘‘(2) dropout prevention programs which serve 6

at-risk children and youth; 7

‘‘(3) the coordination of health and social serv-8

ices for such individuals if there is a likelihood that 9

the provision of such services, including day care, 10

drug and alcohol counseling, and mental health serv-11

ices, will improve the likelihood such individuals will 12

complete their education; 13

‘‘(5) work to ensure that the correctional facil-9

ity is staffed with effective teachers and other quali-10

fied staff who are trained to work with children and 11

youth with disabilities taking into consideration the 12

unique needs of such children and youth; 13

‘‘(6) ensure that educational programs in the 14

correctional facility are related to assisting students 15

to meet the States’s academic standards; 16

‘‘(7) to the extent possible, use technology to 17

assist in coordinating educational programs between 18

the correctional facility and the community school; 19

‘‘(8) where feasible, involve parents in efforts to 20

improve the educational achievement of their chil-21

dren and prevent the further involvement of such 22

children in delinquent activities; 23

‘‘(9) coordinate funds received under this chap-24

ter with other local, State, and Federal funds avail-25
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able to provide services to participating children and 1

youth, such as funds made available under title I of 2

Public Law 105–220, and career and technical edu-3

cation funds; 4

‘‘(10) coordinate programs operated under this 5

chapter with activities funded under the Juvenile 6

Justice and Delinquency Prevention Act of 1974 and 7

other comparable programs, if applicable; 8

‘‘(11) if appropriate, work with local businesses 9

to develop training, curriculum-based youth entre-10

preneurship education, and mentoring programs for 11

children and youth; and 12

‘‘(12) consult with the local educational agency 13

for a period jointly determined necessary by the cor-14

rectional facility and local educational agency upon 15

discharge from that facility to coordinate educational 16

services so as to minimize disruption to the child’s 17

or youth’s achievement. 18

‘‘SEC. 1166. ACCOUNTABILITY. 19

‘‘The State educational agency— 20

‘‘(1) may require correctional facilities or insti-21

tutions for neglected or delinquent children and 22

youth to demonstrate, after receiving assistance 23

an increase in the number of children and youth re-25

and local educational agency shall— 21

‘‘SEC. 1172. DEFINITIONS. 4

The term ‘adult correctional institution’ means a fa-7

cility in which persons (including persons under 21 8

years of age) are confined as a result of a conviction 9

for a criminal offense.

tion for neglected or delinquent children and youth’ 5

‘‘(A) a public or private residential facility, 7

other than a foster home, that is operated for 8

the care of children who have been committed 9

to the institution or voluntarily placed in the in-10

stitution under applicable State law, due to 11

abandonment, neglect, or death of their parents 12

or guardians; or 13

‘‘(B) a public or private residential facility 14

for the care of children who have been adju-15

dicated to be delinquent or in need of super-16

vision. 17

‘‘Subpart 4—English Language Acquisition, 18

Language Enhancement, and Academic Achievement 19

‘‘SEC. 1181. PURPOSES. 20

‘‘The purposes of this subpart are— 21

‘‘(1) to help ensure that English learners, in-22

cluding immigrant children and youth, attain 23

English proficiency and develop high levels of aca-24

demic achievement in English; 25

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‘‘CHAPTER A—GRANTS AND SUBGRANTS 1

FOR ENGLISH LANGUAGE ACQUISI-2

TION AND LANGUAGE ENHANCEMENT 3

‘‘SEC. 1191. FORMULA GRANTS TO STATES. 4

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—In the case of each State edu-5

cational agency having a plan approved by the Secretary 6

for a fiscal year under section 1192, the Secretary shall 7

reserve 4.6 percent of funds appropriated under section 8

3(a)(1) to make a grant for the year to the agency for 9

the purposes specified in subsection (b).

assistance in— 2

‘‘(i) identifying and implementing evi-3

dence-based language instruction edu-4

cational programs and curricula for teach-5

ing English learners; 6

‘‘(ii) helping English learners meet 7

the same State academic standards that all 8

children are expected to meet; 9

‘‘(iii) identifying or developing, and 10

implementing, measures of English pro-11

ficiency; and 12

‘‘(iv) strengthening and increasing 13

parent, family, and community engage-14

ment. 15

‘‘(D) Providing recognition, which may in-16

clude providing financial awards, to subgrantees 17

that have significantly improved the achieve-18

ment and progress of English learners in— 19

‘‘(i) reaching English language pro-20

ficiency, based on the State’s English lan-21

guage proficiency assessment under section 22

1111(b)(2)(D); and 23

‘‘(ii) meeting the State academic 24

standards under section 1111(b)(1). 25
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‘‘(3) ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES.—From the 1

amount reserved under paragraph (2), a State edu-2

cational agency may use not more than 40 percent 3

of such amount or $175,000, whichever is greater, 4

for the planning and administrative costs of carrying 5

out paragraphs (1) and (2). 6

‘‘(c) RESERVATIONS AND ALLOTMENTS.— 7

‘‘(1) RESERVATIONS.—From the amount re-8

served under section 1191(a) for each fiscal year, 9

the Secretary shall reserve— 10

‘‘(A) 0.5 percent of such amount for pay-11

ments to outlying areas, to be allotted in ac-12

cordance with their respective needs for assist-13

ance under this chapter, as determined by the 14

‘‘(2) STATE ALLOTMENTS.— 24
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‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in 1

subparagraph (B), from the amount reserved 2

under section 1191(a) for each fiscal year that 3

remains after making the reservations under 4

paragraph (1), the Secretary shall allot to each 5

State educational agency having a plan ap-6

proved under section 1192(c)— 7

‘‘(i) an amount that bears the same 8

relationship to 80 percent of the remainder 9

as the number of English learners in the 10

State bears to the number of such children 11

in all States, as determined by data avail-12

able from the American Community Survey 13

conducted by the Department of Commerce 14

or State-reported data; and 15

‘‘(ii) an amount that bears the same 16

relationship to 20 percent of the remainder 17

as the number of immigrant children and 18

youth in the State bears to the number of 19

such children and youth in all States, as 20

determined based only on data available 21

from the American Community Survey 22

conducted by the Department of Com-23

merce. 24
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‘‘(B) MINIMUM ALLOTMENTS.—No State 1

educational agency shall receive an allotment 2

under this paragraph that is less than 3

$500,000. 4

‘‘(C) REALLOTMENT.—If any State edu-5

cational agency described in subparagraph (A) 6

does not submit a plan to the Secretary for a 7

fiscal year, or submits a plan (or any amend-8

ment to a plan) that the Secretary, after rea-9

sonable notice and opportunity for a hearing, 10

determines does not satisfy the requirements of 11

this chapter, the Secretary shall reallot any por-12

tion of such allotment to the remaining State 13

educational agencies in accordance with sub-14

paragraph (A). 15

‘‘(D) SPECIAL RULE FOR PUERTO RICO.— 16

The total amount allotted to Puerto Rico for 17

any fiscal year under subparagraph (A) shall 18

not exceed 0.5 percent of the total amount al-19

lotted to all States for that fiscal year. 20

‘‘(3) USE OF DATA FOR DETERMINATIONS.—In 21

making State allotments under paragraph (2) for 22

each fiscal year, the Secretary shall determine the 23

number of English learners in a State and in all 24
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States, using the most accurate, up-to-date data, 1

which shall be— 2

‘‘(A) data from the American Community 3

Survey conducted by the Department of Com-4

merce, which may be multiyear estimates; 5

‘‘(B) the number of students being as-6

sessed for English language proficiency, based 7

on the State’s English language proficiency as-8

sessment under section 1111(b)(2)(D), which 9

may be multiyear estimates; or 10

‘‘(C) a combination of data available under 11

subparagraphs (A) and (B). 12

‘‘SEC. 1192. STATE EDUCATIONAL AGENCY PLANS. 13

‘‘(a) FILING FOR SUBGRANTS.—Each State edu-14

cational agency desiring a grant under this chapter shall 15

submit a plan to the Secretary at such time and in such 16

manner as the Secretary may require. 17

‘‘(b) CONTENTS.—Each plan submitted under sub-18

section (a) shall— 19

‘‘(1) describe the process that the agency will 20

use in awarding subgrants to eligible entities under 21

‘‘(C) in awarding subgrants under section 11

1193, the agency will address the needs of 12

school systems of all sizes and in all geographic 13

areas, including school systems with rural and 14

urban schools; 15

‘‘(D) subgrants to eligible entities under 16

section 1193(d)(1) will be of sufficient size and 17

scope to allow such entities to carry out high- 18

quality, evidence-based language instruction 19

educational programs for English learners; 20

‘‘(E) the agency will require an eligible en-21

tity receiving a subgrant under this chapter to 22

use the subgrant in ways that will build such 23

recipient’s capacity to continue to offer high- 24

quality evidence-based language instruction edu-25
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cational programs that assist English learners 1

in meeting State academic standards; 2

‘‘(F) the agency will monitor the eligible 3

entity receiving a subgrant under this chapter 4

for compliance with applicable Federal fiscal re-5

quirements; and 6

‘‘(G) the plan has been developed in con-7

sultation with local educational agencies, teach-8

ers, administrators of programs implemented 9

under this chapter, parents, and other relevant 10

stakeholders; 11

‘‘(3) describe how the agency will coordinate its 12

programs and activities under this chapter with 13

other programs and activities under this Act and 14

other Acts, as appropriate; 15

‘‘(4) describe how eligible entities in the State 16

will be given the flexibility to teach English learn-17

ers— 18

‘‘(A) using a high-quality, evidence-based 19

language instruction curriculum for teaching 20

English learners; and 21

‘‘(B) in the manner the eligible entities de-22

termine to be the most effective; and 23
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‘‘(5) describe how the agency will assist eligible 1

entities in increasing the number of English learners 2

who acquire English proficiency. 3

‘‘(c) APPROVAL.—The Secretary, after using a peer 4

review process, shall approve a plan submitted under sub-5

section (a) if the plan meets the requirements of this sec-6

tion. 7

‘‘(d) DURATION OF PLAN.— 8

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Each plan submitted by a 9

State educational agency and approved under sub-10

section (c) shall— 11

‘‘(A) remain in effect for the duration of 12

the agency’s participation under this chapter; 13

and 14

‘‘(B) be periodically reviewed and revised 15

by the agency, as necessary, to reflect changes 16

to the agency’s strategies and programs carried 17

out under this subpart. 18

‘‘(2) ADDITIONAL INFORMATION.— 19

‘‘(A) AMENDMENTS.—If the State edu-20

cational agency amends the plan, the agency 21

shall submit such amendment to the Secretary. 22

‘‘(B) APPROVAL.—The Secretary shall ap-23

prove such amendment to an approved plan, 24

unless the Secretary determines that the 25
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amendment will result in the agency not meet-1

ing the requirements, or fulfilling the purposes, 2

of this subpart. 3

‘‘(e) CONSOLIDATED PLAN.—A plan submitted under 4

subsection (a) may be submitted as part of a consolidated 5

plan under section 6302. 6

‘‘(f) SECRETARY ASSISTANCE.—The Secretary shall 7

provide technical assistance, if requested by the State, in 8

the development of English proficiency standards and as-9

sessments. 10

‘‘SEC. 1193. WITHIN-STATE ALLOCATIONS. 11

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—After making the reservation re-12

quired under subsection (d)(1), each State educational 13

agency receiving a grant under section 1191(c)(2) shall 14

award subgrants for a fiscal year by allocating in a timely 15

manner to each eligible entity in the State having a plan 16

approved under section 1195 an amount that bears the 17

same relationship to the amount received under the grant 18

and remaining after making such reservation as the popu-19

lation of English learners in schools served by the eligible 20

entity bears to the population of English learners in 21

schools served by all eligible entities in the State. 22

‘‘(b) LIMITATION.—A State educational agency shall 23

not award a subgrant from an allocation made under sub-24
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section (a) if the amount of such subgrant would be less 1

than $10,000. 2

‘‘(c) REALLOCATION.—Whenever a State educational 3

agency determines that an amount from an allocation 4

made to an eligible entity under subsection (a) for a fiscal 5

year will not be used by the entity for the purpose for 6

which the allocation was made, the agency shall, in accord-7

ance with such rules as it determines to be appropriate, 8

reallocate such amount, consistent with such subsection, 9

to other eligible entities in the State that the agency deter-10

mines will use the amount to carry out that purpose. 11

‘‘(d) REQUIRED RESERVATION.—A State educational 12

agency receiving a grant under this chapter for a fiscal 13

award subgrants to eligible entities in the State that 17

have experienced a significant increase, as compared 18

to the average of the 2 preceding fiscal years, in the 19

percentage or number of immigrant children and 20

youth, who have enrolled, during the fiscal year pre-21

ceding the fiscal year for which the subgrant is 22

made, in public and nonpublic elementary schools 23

and secondary schools in the geographic areas under 24

the jurisdiction of, or served by, such entities; and 25
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‘‘(2) in awarding subgrants under paragraph 1

(1)— 2

‘‘(A) shall equally consider eligible entities 3

that satisfy the requirement of such paragraph 4

but have limited or no experience in serving im-5

migrant children and youth; and 6

‘‘(B) shall consider the quality of each 7

local plan under section 1195 and ensure that 8

each subgrant is of sufficient size and scope to 9

meet the purposes of this subpart. 10

‘‘SEC. 1194. SUBGRANTS TO ELIGIBLE ENTITIES. 11

‘‘(a) PURPOSES OF SUBGRANTS.—A State edu-12

cational agency may make a subgrant to an eligible entity 13

from funds received by the agency under this chapter only 14

if the entity agrees to expend the funds to improve the 15

education of English learners, by assisting the children to 16

learn English and meet State academic standards. In car-17

rying out activities with such funds, the eligible entity 18

shall use evidence-based approaches and methodologies for 19

teaching English learners and immigrant children and 20

youth for the following purposes: 21

‘‘(3) Implementing, within an individual school, 10

schoolwide programs for restructuring, reforming, 11

and upgrading all relevant programs, activities, and 12

operations relating to language instruction edu-13

cational programs and academic content instruction 14

for English learners and immigrant children and 15

youth. 16

‘‘(4) Implementing, within the entire jurisdic-17

tion of a local educational agency, agencywide pro-18

grams for restructuring, reforming, and upgrading 19

all relevant programs, activities, and operations re-20

lating to language instruction educational programs 21

and academic content instruction for English learn-22

ers and immigrant children and youth. 23

‘‘(b) ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES.—Each eligible en-24

tity receiving funds under section 1193(a) for a fiscal year 25

2

‘‘(c) REQUIRED SUBGRANTEE ACTIVITIES.—An eligi-3

ble entity receiving funds under section 1193(a) shall use 4

‘‘(IV) domestic violence; 25
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‘‘(V) a crime involving rape or 1

sexual assault; 2

‘‘(VIII) physical assault, battery, 5

or a drug-related offense, committed 6

on or after the date that is 5 years 7

before the date of the individual’s 8

criminal background check; 9

‘‘(F) professional development for school 12

leaders, including evidence-based mentorship 13

programs for such leaders; 14

‘‘(G) professional development on inte-15

grated, interdisciplinary, and project-based 16

teaching strategies, including for career and 17

technical education teachers and teachers of 18

computer science and other science, technology 19

(including education about the harms of copy-20

right piracy), engineering, and mathematics 21

subjects; 22

‘‘(H) professional development on teaching 23

dual credit, dual enrollment, Advanced Place-24

ment, or International Baccalaureate postsec-25

early elementary grades that includes special-5

ized knowledge about child development and 6

demonstrate the potential to become 16

effective teachers or school leaders.

‘‘(iv) Developing, or assisting eligible 18

entities in developing— 19

6

‘‘(G) Charter schools give parents the op-7

portunity to find the right place for their child 8

to learn. Whether they are looking for digital 9

learning, Montessori, or a more structured envi-10

ronment, charter schools provide a variety of 11

education options for families. 12

‘‘(H) Charter schools have strong account-13

ability to parents and the community because 14

they have to meet the same State academic ac-15

countability requirements as all other public 16

schools, satisfy the terms of their charter with 17

their authorizing authority, and satisfy parents 18

who have selected the school for their children. 19

‘‘(2) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of 20

the Congress that charter schools are a critical part 21

of our education system in this Nation and the Con-22

gress believes we must support opening more quality 23

charter schools to help students succeed in their fu-24

ture. 25

‘‘(b) PURPOSE.—It is the purpose of this subpart 1

State educational agencies, local educational agen-10

cies, and other authorizing entities. 11

‘‘SEC. 3102. PROGRAM AUTHORIZED. 12

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—This subpart authorizes the Sec-13

retary to carry out a charter school program that supports 14

charter schools that serve elementary school and sec-15

ondary school students by— 16

‘‘(1) supporting the startup of charter schools, 17

and the replication and expansion of high-quality 18

‘‘(c) PRIOR GRANTS AND SUBGRANTS.—The recipi-17

ent of a grant or subgrant under this subpart or subpart 18

‘‘(d) GAO REPORT.—Not later than 3 years after the 23

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—From the amount reserved 12

under section 3102(b)(3), the Secretary shall award 13

grants to State entities having applications approved pur-14

suant to subsection (f) to enable such entities to— 15

17

‘‘(B) SUBGRANTS.—A subgrant awarded 18

by a State entity under this section shall be for 19

a period of not more than 5 years, of which an 20

eligible applicant may use not more than 18 21

months for planning and program design.

areas, including urban, suburban, and rural 8

areas; and 9

‘‘(B) will assist charter schools rep-10

resenting a variety of educational approaches. 11

‘‘(5) WAIVERS.—The Secretary may waive any 12

statutory or regulatory requirement over which the 13

Secretary exercises administrative authority, except 14

for any such requirement relating to the elements of 15

a charter school described in section 6101(3), if— 16

‘‘(A) the waiver is requested in an ap-17

proved application under this section; and 18

‘‘(B) the Secretary determines that grant-19

ing such a waiver will promote the purposes of 20

this subpart.

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‘‘(xiii) in the case of a State entity 1

not described in clause (xiv), will provide 2

oversight of authorizing activity, including 3

how the State will help ensure better au-4

support the opening of new charter 9

schools, replicated, high-quality charter 10

school models, or expanded, high-quality 11

charter schools; and 12

‘‘(iii) is working to develop or 13

strengthen a cohesive strategy to encour-14

age collaboration between charter schools 15

and local educational agencies on the shar-16

ing of best practices; 17

‘‘(C) of how the State entity will carry out 18

the subgrant competition, including— 19

‘‘(i) a description of the application 20

each eligible applicant desiring to receive a 21

subgrant will submit, including— 22

‘‘(I) a description of the roles 23

and responsibilities of the eligible ap-24

plicant, partner organizations, and 25
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management organizations, including 1

the administrative and contractual 2

roles and responsibilities; 3

‘‘(II) a description of the quality 4

controls agreed to between the eligible 5

applicant and the authorized public 6

chartering agency involved, such as a 7

authorizing, such as through providing technical 16

assistance and supporting all authorized public 17

chartering agencies in the State to improve the 18

oversight of their charter schools, including 19

activities such as dropout prevention, dropout 5

recovery, or comprehensive career counseling 6

practices.

authorities. 10

‘‘(H) The State entity has taken steps to 11

ensure that all authorizing public chartering 12

agencies implement best practices for charter 13

school authorizing.

onstrate that its State provides charter schools 16

one or more of the following: 17

‘‘(i) Funding for facilities. 18

‘‘(ii) Assistance with the acquisition of 19

facilities.

of student safety, operational and financial 24

cantly increasing student academic achieve-4

ment, including graduation rates where applica-5

ble, consistent with the requirements under title 6

I, for all students served by the charter school; 7

and 8

‘‘(D) has demonstrated success in increas-9

ing student academic achievement, including 10

graduation rates where applicable, for the 11

groups of students described in section 12

1111(b)(3)(B)(ii)(II), except that such dem-13

onstration is not required in a case in which the 14

number of students in a group is insufficient to 15

yield statistically reliable information or the re-16

sults would reveal personally identifiable infor-17

mation about an individual student.

‘‘(8) REPLICATED, HIGH-QUALITY CHARTER 19

SCHOOL MODEL.—The term ‘replicated, high-quality 20

charter school model’ means a high-quality charter 21

school that has opened a new campus under an ex-22

isting charter or an additional charter if required or 23

permitted by State law.

educational agencies, schools, educators, parents, 22

and organizations on family engagement in edu-23

cation policies and practices that are effective for 24

parents (including low-income parents) and families, 25
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English learners, minorities, parents of students 1

with disabilities, parents of homeless students, foster 2

parents and students, and parents of migratory stu-3

dents, including evaluation results, reporting, or 4

other data exhibiting such demonstrated experience. 5

‘‘(5) A description of the steps the applicant 6

will take to target services to low-income students 7

and parents. 8

‘‘(6) An assurance that the applicant will— 9

‘‘(A) establish a special advisory com-10

mittee, the membership of which includes— 11

‘‘(i) parents, who shall constitute a 12

majority of the members of the special ad-13

visory committee; 14

‘‘(ii) representatives of education pro-15

fessionals with expertise in improving serv-16

ices for disadvantaged children; 17

‘‘(iii) representatives of local elemen-18

tary schools and secondary schools, includ-19

ing students; 20

‘‘(iv) representatives of the business 21

community; and 22

‘‘(v) representatives of State edu-23

cational agencies and local educational 24

agencies; 25
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‘‘(B) use not less than 65 percent of the 1

funds received under this subpart in each fiscal 2

year to serve local educational agencies, schools, 3

and community-based organizations that serve 4

high concentrations of disadvantaged students, 5

including English learners, minorities, parents 6

of students with disabilities, parents of home-7

less students, foster parents and students, and 8

parents of migratory students; 9

‘‘(C) operate a Statewide Family Engage-10

ment Center of sufficient size, scope, and qual-11

ity to ensure that the Center is adequate to 12

serve the State educational agency, local edu-13

cational agencies, and community-based organi-14

zations; 15

‘‘(D) ensure that the Center will retain 16

staff with the requisite training and experience 17

to serve parents in the State; 18

‘‘(E) serve urban, suburban, and rural 19

local educational agencies and schools; 20

‘‘(F) work with— 21

‘‘(i) other Statewide Family Engage-22

ment Centers assisted under this subpart; 23

and 24
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‘‘(ii) parent training and information 1

centers and community parent resource 2

centers assisted under sections 671 and 3

672 of the Individuals with Disabilities 4

Education Act; 5

‘‘(G) use not less than 30 percent of the 6

funds received under this subpart for each fiscal 7

year to establish or expand technical assistance 8

for evidence-based parent education programs; 9

‘‘(H) provide assistance to State edu-10

cational agencies and local educational agencies 11

and community-based organizations that sup-12

port family members in supporting student aca-13

demic achievement; 14

‘‘(I) work with State educational agencies, 15

local educational agencies, schools, educators, 16

and parents to determine parental needs and 17

the best means for delivery of services to ad-18

dress such needs; 19

‘‘(J) conduct sufficient outreach to assist 20

parents, including parents who the applicant 21

may have a difficult time engaging with a 22

school or local educational agency; and 23

‘‘(K) conduct outreach to low-income stu-24

dents and parents, including low-income stu-25
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dents and parents who are not proficient in 1

English. 2

‘‘(7) An assurance that the applicant will con-3

duct training programs in the community to improve 4

adult literacy, including financial literacy. 5

‘‘SEC. 3144. USES OF FUNDS. 6

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—Grantees shall use grant funds 7

received under this subpart, based on the needs deter-8

mined under section 3143(b)(6)(I), to provide training 9

and technical assistance to State educational agencies, 10

local educational agencies, and organizations that support 11

family-school partnerships, and activities, services, and 12

training for local educational agencies, school leaders, edu-13

sionmaking; 13

‘‘(F) to train other parents; and 14

‘‘(G) to help the parents learn and use 15

technology (including education about the 16

harms of copyright piracy), applied in their 17

children’s education; 18

‘‘(2) to develop and implement, in partnership 19

with the State educational agency, statewide family 20

engagement in education policy and systemic initia-21

tives that will provide for a continuum of services to 22

remove barriers for family engagement in education 23

and support school reform efforts; and 24
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‘‘(3) to develop and implement parental involve-1

ment policies under this Act. 2

‘‘(b) MATCHING FUNDS FOR GRANT RENEWAL.— 3

For each fiscal year after the first fiscal year for which 4

an organization or consortium receives assistance under 5

this section, the organization or consortium shall dem-6

onstrate in the application that a portion of the services 7

provided by the organization or consortium is supported 8

through non-Federal contributions, which may be in cash 9

or in-kind. 10

‘‘(c) TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE.—The Secretary shall 11

reserve not more than 2 percent of the funds appropriated 12

under section 3(c)(1)(C) to carry out this subpart to pro-13

vide technical assistance, by competitive grant or contract, 14

for the establishment, development, and coordination of 15

Statewide Family Engagement Centers.

‘‘SEC. 3202. ALLOTMENTS TO STATES. 3

‘‘(a) RESERVATIONS.—From the funds appropriated 4

under section 3(c)(2) for any fiscal year, the Secretary 5

shall reserve— 6

‘‘(1) not more than one-half of 1 percent for 7

national activities to provide technical assistance to 8

eligible entities in carrying out programs under this 9

‘‘(2) not more than one-half of 1 percent for 11

payments to the outlying areas and the Bureau of 12

Indian Education, to be allotted in accordance with 13

their respective needs for assistance under this part, 14

as determined by the Secretary, to enable the out-15

lying areas and the Bureau to carry out the purpose 16

of this part.

8

‘‘It is the policy of the United States to fulfill the 9

Federal Government’s unique and continuing trust rela-10

tionship with, and responsibility to, the Indian people for 11

the education of Indian children. The Federal Government 12

will continue to work with local educational agencies, In-13

dian tribes and organizations, postsecondary institutions, 14

and other entities toward the goal of ensuring that pro-15

grams that serve Indian children are of the highest quality 16

and provide for not only the basic elementary and sec-17

ondary educational needs, but also the unique educational 18

and culturally related academic needs of these children. 19

It is further the policy of the United States to ensure that 20

Indian children do not attend school in buildings that are 21

dilapidated or deteriorating, which may negatively affect 22

the academic success of such children. 23
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‘‘SEC. 5102. PURPOSE. 1

‘‘It is the purpose of this part to support the efforts 2

of local educational agencies, Indian tribes and organiza-3

tions, postsecondary institutions, and other entities— 4

‘‘(1) to meet the unique educational and cul-5

turally related academic needs of American Indian 6

and Alaska Native students, so that such students 7

can meet State student academic achievement stand-8

ards; 9

‘‘(2) to ensure that Indian and Alaskan Native 10

students gain knowledge and understanding of Na-11

‘‘SEC. 5112. GRANTS TO LOCAL EDUCATIONAL AGENCIES 3

AND TRIBES. 4

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—In accordance with this section 5

and section 5113, the Secretary may make grants from 6

allocations made under section 5113, to— 7

‘‘(1) local educational agencies; 8

‘‘(2) Indian tribes; 9

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‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to subsection (e), 1

in addition to the grants awarded under subsection 2

(a), the Secretary shall allocate to the Secretary of 3

the Interior an amount equal to the product of— 4

‘‘(A) the total number of Indian children 5

enrolled in schools that are operated by— 6

‘‘(i) the Bureau of Indian Education; 7

‘‘(ii) an Indian tribe, or an organiza-9

tion controlled or sanctioned by an Indian 10

‘‘(3) explains how the local educational agency 10

will use the funds made available under this subpart 11

to supplement other Federal, State, and local pro-12

grams that serve such students; 13

‘‘(4) demonstrates how funds made available 14

under this subpart will be used for activities de-15

scribed in section 5115; 16

‘‘(5) describes the professional development op-17

portunities that will be provided, as needed, to en-18

sure that— 19

‘‘(A) teachers and other school profes-20

sionals who are new to the Indian or Alaska 21

Native community are prepared to work with 22

Indian and Alaska Native children; 23

‘‘(B) all teachers who will be involved in 24

programs assisted under this subpart have been 25
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properly trained to carry out such programs; 1

and 2

‘‘(C) those family members of Indian and 3

Alaska Native children and representatives of 4

tribes who are on the committee described in 5

(c)(5) will participate in the planning of profes-6

sional development materials; 7

‘‘(6) describes how the local educational agen-8

cy— 9

‘‘(A) will periodically assess the progress of 10

all Indian children enrolled in the schools of the 11

local educational agency, including Indian chil-12

dren who do not participate in programs as-13

sisted under this subpart, in meeting the goals 14

described in paragraph (2); 15

‘‘(B) will provide the results of each as-16

sessment referred to in subparagraph (A) to— 17

‘‘(i) the committee described in sub-18

section (c)(5); 19

‘‘(ii) the community served by the 20

local educational agency; and 21

‘‘(iii) the tribes whose children are 22

served by the local educational agency; and 23
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‘‘(C) is responding to findings of any pre-1

vious assessments that are similar to the as-2

sessments described in subparagraph (A); and 3

‘‘(7) explicitly delineates— 4

‘‘(A) a formal, collaborative process that 5

the local educational agency used to directly in-6

plans to ensure that tribes, Indian organiza-12

tions, or Alaska Native Organizations will play 13

an active, meaningful, and ongoing role in the 14

functioning of the comprehensive programs.

‘‘(c) ASSURANCES.—Each application submitted 16

under subsection (a) shall include assurances that— 17

‘‘(B) will use the best available talents and 3

resources, including individuals from the Indian 4

or Alaska Native community; and 5

‘‘(C) was developed by such agency in open 6

consultation with the families of Indian or Alas-7

ka Native children, Indian or Alaska Native 8

teachers, Indian or Alaska Native students 9

from secondary schools, and representatives of 10

tribes, Indian organizations, or Alaska Native 11

Organizations in the community including 12

through public hearings held by such agency to 13

provide to the individuals described in this sub-14

paragraph a full opportunity to understand the 15

program and to offer recommendations regard-16

ing the program; 17

‘‘(5) the local educational agency developed the 18

program with the participation and written approval 19

of a committee— 20

‘‘(A) that is composed of, and selected 21

by— 22

‘‘(i) family members of Indian and 23

Alaska Native children that are attending 24

the local educational agency’s schools; 25
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‘‘(ii) teachers in the schools; and 1

‘‘(iii) Indian and Alaska Native stu-2

dents attending secondary schools of the 3

agency; 4

‘‘(B) a majority of whose members are 5

family members of Indian and Alaska Native 6

children that are attending the local educational 7

agency’s schools; 8

‘‘(C) that has set forth such policies and 9

procedures, including policies and procedures 10

relating to the hiring of personnel, as will en-11

sure that the program for which assistance is 12

sought will be operated and evaluated in con-13

sultation with, and with the involvement of, 14

parents of the children, and representatives of 15

the area, to be served; 16

‘‘(D) with respect to an application de-17

scribing a schoolwide program in accordance 18

10

‘‘(a) GENERAL REQUIREMENTS.—Each local edu-11

cational agency that receives a grant under this subpart 12

shall use the grant funds, in a manner consistent with the 13

purpose specified in section 5111, for services and activi-14

ties that— 15

‘‘(1) are designed to carry out the comprehen-16

sive program of the local educational agency for In-17

dian students, and described in the application of 18

the local educational agency submitted to the Sec-19

tivities referred to in subsection (a) may include— 4

‘‘(1) activities that support Native American 5

language immersion programs and Native American 6

language restoration programs, which may be taught 7

by traditional leaders; 8

‘‘(2) culturally related activities that support 9

the program described in the application submitted 10

by the local educational agency; 11

‘‘(3) early childhood and family programs that 12

emphasize school readiness; 13

‘‘(4) enrichment programs that focus on prob-14

lem solving and cognitive skills development and di-15

rectly support the attainment of challenging State 16

academic content and student academic achievement 17

standards; 18

‘‘(5) integrated educational services in combina-19

tion with other programs including programs that 20

enhance student achievement by promoting increased 21

involvement of parents and families in school activi-22

ties; 23

‘‘(6) career preparation activities to enable In-24

dian students to participate in programs such as the 25
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programs supported by the Carl D. Perkins Career 1

and Technical Education Improvement Act of 2006, 2

including programs for tech-prep education, men-3

toring, and apprenticeship; 4

‘‘(7) activities to educate individuals so as to 5

prevent violence, suicide, and substance abuse; 6

‘‘(8) the acquisition of equipment, but only if 7

the acquisition of the equipment is essential to 8

achieve the purpose described in section 5111; 9

‘‘(9) activities that promote the incorporation of 10

culturally responsive teaching and learning strategies 11

into the educational program of the local educational 12

agency; 13

‘‘(10) activities that incorporate culturally and 14

linguistically relevant curriculum content into class-15

room instruction that is responsive to the unique 16

learning styles of Indian and Alaska Native children 17

and ensures that children are better able to meet 18

State standards; 19

‘‘(11) family literacy services; 20

‘‘(12) activities that recognize and support the 21

unique cultural and educational needs of Indian chil-22

dren, and incorporate appropriately qualified tribal 23

elders and seniors; 24
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‘‘(13) dropout prevention strategies for Indian 1

and Alaska Native students; and 2

‘‘(14) strategies to meet the educational needs 3

of at-risk Indian students in correctional facilities, 4

including such strategies that support Indian and 5

Alaska Native students who are transitioning from 6

such facilities to schools served by local educational 7

agencies. 8

‘‘(c) SCHOOLWIDE PROGRAMS.—Notwithstanding 9

any other provision of law, a local educational agency may 10

use funds made available to such agency under this sub-11

part to support a schoolwide program under section 1114 12

if— 13

‘‘(1) the committee established pursuant to sec-14

tion 5114(c)(5) approves the use of the funds for 15

the schoolwide program; 16

‘‘(2) the schoolwide program is consistent with 17

the purpose described in section 5111; and 18

‘‘(3) the local educational agency identifies in 19

its application how the use of such funds in a 20

schoolwide program will produce benefits to the 21

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‘‘(d) LIMITATION ON ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS.—Not 1

more than 5 percent of the funds provided to a grantee 2

under this subpart for any fiscal year may be used for 3

administrative purposes.

‘‘(e) LIMITATION ON THE USE OF FUNDS.—Funds 5

provided to a grantee under this subpart may not be used 6

for long-distance travel expenses for training activities 7

available locally or regionally. 8

‘‘SEC. 5116. INTEGRATION OF SERVICES AUTHORIZED. 9

‘‘(a) PLAN.—An entity receiving funds under this 10

subpart may submit a plan to the Secretary for the inte-11

gration of education and related services provided to In-12

dian students. 13

‘‘(b) CONSOLIDATION OF PROGRAMS.—Upon the re-14

ceipt of an acceptable plan under subsection (a), the Sec-15

retary, in cooperation with each Federal agency providing 16

grants for the provision of education and related services 17

to the entity, shall authorize the entity to consolidate, in 18

accordance with such plan, the federally funded education 19

and related services programs of the entity and the Fed-20

eral programs, or portions of the programs, serving Indian 21

students in a manner that integrates the program services 22

involved into a single, coordinated, comprehensive pro-23

gram and reduces administrative costs by consolidating 24

administrative functions. 25
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‘‘(c) PROGRAMS AFFECTED.—The funds that may be 1

consolidated in a demonstration project under any such 2

plan referred to in subsection (a) shall include funds for 3

any Federal program exclusively serving Indian children, 4

or the funds reserved under any Federal program to exclu-5

sively serve Indian children, under which the entity is eligi-6

ble for receipt of funds under a statutory or administrative 7

formula for the purposes of providing education and re-8

lated services that would be used to serve Indian students. 9

‘‘(d) PLAN REQUIREMENTS.—For a plan to be ac-10

ceptable pursuant to subsection (b), the plan shall— 11

‘‘(1) identify the programs or funding sources 12

to be consolidated; 13

‘‘(2) be consistent with the objectives of this 14

section concerning authorizing the services to be in-15

tegrated in a demonstration project; 16

‘‘(3) describe a comprehensive strategy that 17

identifies the full range of potential educational op-18

portunities and related services to be provided to as-19

sist Indian students to achieve the objectives set 20

forth in this subpart; 21

‘‘(4) describe the way in which services are to 22

be integrated and delivered and the results expected 23

from the plan; 24
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‘‘(5) identify the projected expenditures under 1

the plan in a single budget; 2

‘‘(6) identify the State, tribal, or local agency 3

or agencies to be involved in the delivery of the serv-4

ices integrated under the plan; 5

‘‘(7) identify any statutory provisions, regula-6

tions, policies, or procedures that the entity believes 7

need to be waived in order to implement the plan; 8

‘‘(8) set forth measures for academic content 9

and student academic achievement goals designed to 10

be met within a specific period of time; and 11

‘‘(9) be approved by a committee formed in ac-12

cordance with section 5114(c)(5), if such a com-13

mittee exists. 14

‘‘(e) PLAN REVIEW.—Upon receipt of the plan from 15

an eligible entity, the Secretary shall consult with the Sec-16

retary of each Federal department providing funds to be 17

used to implement the plan, and with the entity submit-18

ting the plan. The parties so consulting shall identify any 19

waivers of statutory requirements or of Federal depart-20

mental regulations, policies, or procedures necessary to en-21

able the entity to implement the plan. Notwithstanding 22

any other provision of law, the Secretary of the affected 23

department shall have the authority to waive any regula-24

tion, policy, or procedure promulgated by that department 25
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that has been so identified by the entity or department, 1

unless the Secretary of the affected department deter-2

mines that such a waiver is inconsistent with the objectives 3

of this subpart or those provisions of the statute from 4

which the program involved derives authority that are spe-5

cifically applicable to Indian students.

‘‘(i) REPORT REQUIREMENTS.—A single report for-3

mat shall be developed by the Secretary, consistent with 4

the requirements of this section. Such report format shall 5

require that reports described in subsection (h), together 6

with records maintained on the consolidated program at 7

the local level, shall contain such information as will allow 8

a determination that the eligible entity has complied with 9

the requirements incorporated in its approved plan, in-10

cluding making a demonstration of student academic 11

achievement, and will provide assurances to each Sec-12

retary that the eligible entity has complied with all directly 13

applicable statutory requirements and with those directly 14

applicable regulatory requirements that have not been 15

waived. 16

‘‘(j) NO REDUCTION IN AMOUNTS.—In no case shall 17

the amount of Federal funds available to an eligible entity 18

involved in any demonstration project be reduced as a re-19

sult of the enactment of this section.

‘‘(k) INTERAGENCY FUND TRANSFERS AUTHOR-21

IZED.—The Secretary is authorized to take such action 22

as may be necessary to provide for an interagency transfer 23

of funds otherwise available to an eligible entity in order 24

to further the objectives of this section. 25

Notwithstanding any other provision of this section, in cal-5

culating the amount of a grant under this subpart to a 6

tribal school that receives a grant or contract from the 7

Bureau of Indian Education, the Secretary shall use only 8

one of the following, as selected by the school: 9

‘‘(1) A count of the number of students in the 10

schools certified by the Bureau. 11

‘‘(2) A count of the number of students for 12

whom the school has eligibility forms that comply 13

with this section.

‘‘(g) TIMING OF CHILD COUNTS.—For purposes of 15

determining the number of children to be counted in calcu-16

lating the amount of a local educational agency’s grant 17

section to support projects to develop, test, and dem-25

‘‘(2) COORDINATION.—The Secretary shall take 4

the necessary actions to achieve the coordination of 5

activities assisted under this subpart with— 6

‘‘(A) other programs funded under this 7

Act; and 8

‘‘(B) other Federal programs operated for 9

the benefit of American Indian and Alaska Na-10

tive children and youth. 11

‘‘(b) ELIGIBLE ENTITIES.—In this section, the term 12

‘eligible entity’ means a State educational agency, local 13

educational agency, Indian tribe, Indian organization, fed-14

erally supported elementary school or secondary school for 15

Indian students, Indian institution (including an Indian 16

institution of higher education), Alaska Native Organiza-17

tion, or a consortium of such entities. 18

‘‘(c) GRANTS AUTHORIZED.— 19

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall award 20

grants to eligible entities to enable such entities to 21

carry out activities that meet the purpose of this 22

section, including— 23
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‘‘(A) innovative programs related to the 1

educational needs of educationally disadvan-2

taged children and youth; 3

‘‘(B) educational services that are not 4

available to such children and youth in suffi-5

cient quantity or quality, including remedial in-6

struction, to raise the achievement of Indian 7

and Alaska Native children in one or more of 8

the subjects of English, mathematics, science, 9

foreign languages, art, history, and geography; 10

‘‘(C) bilingual and bicultural programs and 11

projects; 12

‘‘(D) special health and nutrition services, 13

and other related activities, that address the 14

special health, social, emotional, and psycho-15

logical problems of Indian children; 16

‘‘(E) special compensatory and other pro-17

grams and projects designed to assist and en-18

courage Indian children to enter, remain in, or 19

reenter school, and to increase the rate of high 20

school graduation for Indian children; 21

‘‘(F) comprehensive guidance, counseling, 22

and testing services; 23

‘‘(G) high quality early childhood education 24

programs that are effective in preparing young 25
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children to make sufficient academic growth by 1

the end of grade 3, including kindergarten and 2

pre-kindergarten programs, family-based pre-3

school programs that emphasize school readi-4

ness, screening and referral, and the provision 5

of services to Indian children and youth with 6

disabilities; 7

‘‘(H) partnership projects between local 8

educational agencies and institutions of higher 9

education that allow secondary school students 10

to enroll in courses at the postsecondary level to 11

aid such students in the transition from sec-12

ondary to postsecondary education; 13

‘‘(I) partnership projects between schools 14

and local businesses for career preparation pro-15

grams designed to provide Indian youth with 16

the knowledge and skills such youth need to 17

make an effective transition from school to a 18

high-skill, high-wage career; 19

‘‘(J) programs designed to encourage and 20

assist Indian students to work toward, and gain 21

entrance into, an institution of higher edu-22

cation; 23

‘‘(K) family literacy services; 24
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‘‘(L) activities that recognize and support 1

the unique cultural and educational needs of In-2

dian children, and incorporate appropriately 3

qualified tribal elders and seniors; 4

‘‘(M) high quality professional development 5

of teaching professionals and paraprofessionals; 6

or 7

‘‘(N) other services that meet the purpose 8

described in this section. 9

‘‘(d) GRANT REQUIREMENTS AND APPLICATIONS.— 10

‘‘(1) GRANT REQUIREMENTS.— 11

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary may 12

make multiyear grants under subsection (c) for 13

the planning, development, pilot operation, or 14

demonstration of any activity described in sub-15

section (c) for a period not to exceed 5 years. 16

‘‘(B) PRIORITY.—In making multiyear 17

grants described in this paragraph, the Sec-18

retary shall give priority to entities submitting 19

applications that present a plan for combining 20

two or more of the activities described in sub-21

section (c) over a period of more than 1 year. 22

‘‘(C) PROGRESS.—The Secretary shall 23

make a grant payment for a grant described in 24

this paragraph to an eligible entity after the 25
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initial year of the multiyear grant only if the 1

Secretary determines that the eligible entity has 2

made substantial progress in carrying out the 3

activities assisted under the grant in accordance 4

with the application submitted under paragraph 5

(3) and any subsequent modifications to such 6

application. 7

‘‘(2) DISSEMINATION GRANTS.— 8

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—In addition to award-9

ing the multiyear grants described in paragraph 10

(1), the Secretary may award grants under sub-11

section (c) to eligible entities for the dissemina-12

tion of exemplary materials or programs as-13

sisted under this section. 14

‘‘(B) DETERMINATION.—The Secretary 15

may award a dissemination grant described in 16

this paragraph if, prior to awarding the grant, 17

the Secretary determines that the material or 18

program to be disseminated— 19

‘‘(i) has been adequately reviewed; 20

‘‘(ii) has demonstrated educational 21

merit; and 22

‘‘(iii) can be replicated. 23

‘‘(3) APPLICATION.— 24
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‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Any eligible entity 1

that desires to receive a grant under this sec-2

tion shall submit an application to the Sec-3

retary at such time and in such manner as the 4

Secretary may reasonably require. 5

‘‘(B) CONTENTS.—Each application sub-6

mitted to the Secretary under subparagraph 7

(A), other than an application for a dissemina-8

tion grant under paragraph (2), shall contain— 9

‘‘(i) a description of how parents of 10

Indian children and representatives of In-11

dian tribes have been, and will be, involved 12

in developing and implementing the activi-13

ties for which assistance is sought; 14

‘‘(ii) assurances that the applicant will 15

participate, at the request of the Secretary, 16

in any national evaluation of activities as-17

sisted under this section; 18

‘‘(iii) information demonstrating that 19

the proposed program for the activities is 20

a scientifically based research program, 21

where applicable, which may include a pro-22

gram that has been modified to be cul-23

turally appropriate for students who will be 24

served; 25
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‘‘(iv) a description of how the appli-1

cant will incorporate the proposed activities 2

into the ongoing school program involved 3

once the grant period is over; and 4

‘‘(v) such other assurances and infor-5

mation as the Secretary may reasonably 6

require. 7

‘‘(e) ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS.—Not more than 5 per-8

cent of the funds provided to a grantee under this subpart 9

for any fiscal year may be used for administrative pur-10

poses. 11

‘‘SEC. 5122. PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT FOR TEACHERS 12

AND EDUCATION PROFESSIONALS. 13

‘‘(a) PURPOSES.—The purposes of this section are— 14

‘‘(1) to increase the number of qualified Indian 15

and Alaska Native teachers and administrators serv-16

ing Indian and Alaska Native students; 17

‘‘(2) to provide training to qualified Indian and 18

Alaska Native individuals to become educators and 19

education support service professionals; and 20

‘‘(3) to improve the skills of qualified Indian in-21

dividuals who serve in the capacities described in 22

paragraph (2). 23

‘‘(b) ELIGIBLE ENTITIES.—For the purpose of this 24

section, the term ‘eligible entity’ means— 25
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‘‘(1) an institution of higher education, includ-1

ing an Indian institution of higher education; 2

‘‘(2) a State educational agency or local edu-3

cational agency, in consortium with an institution of 4

higher education; 5

‘‘(3) an Indian tribe or organization, in consor-6

tium with an institution of higher education; and 7

‘‘(4) a Bureau-funded school (as defined in sec-8

tion 1146 of the Education Amendments of 1978). 9

‘‘(c) PROGRAM AUTHORIZED.—The Secretary is au-10

thorized to award grants to eligible entities having applica-11

tions approved under this section to enable those entities 12

to carry out the activities described in subsection (d). 13

‘‘(d) AUTHORIZED ACTIVITIES.— 14

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Grant funds under this sec-15

tion shall be used for activities to provide support 16

and training for Indian individuals in a manner con-17

sistent with the purposes of this section. Such activi-18

ties may include continuing programs, symposia, 19

workshops, conferences, and direct financial support, 20

and may include programs designed to train tribal 21

elders and seniors. 22

‘‘(2) SPECIAL RULES.— 23

‘‘(A) TYPE OF TRAINING.—For education 24

personnel, the training received pursuant to a 25
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grant under this section may be inservice or 1

preservice training. 2

‘‘(B) PROGRAM.—For individuals who are 3

being trained to enter any field other than 4

teaching, the training received pursuant to a 5

grant under this section shall be in a program 6

that results in a graduate degree. 7

‘‘(e) APPLICATION.—Each eligible entity desiring a 8

grant under this section shall submit an application to the 9

Secretary at such time, in such manner, and accompanied 10

by such information, as the Secretary may reasonably re-11

quire. 12

‘‘(f) SPECIAL RULE.—In awarding grants under this 13

section, the Secretary— 14

‘‘(1) shall consider the prior performance of the 15

eligible entity; and 16

‘‘(2) may not limit eligibility to receive a grant 17

under this section on the basis of— 18

‘‘(A) the number of previous grants the 19

Secretary has awarded such entity; or 20

such entity received such grants. 22

lish, by regulation, a reporting procedure under 12

which a grant recipient under this section shall, not 13

later than 12 months after the date of completion of 14

the training, and periodically thereafter, provide in-15

formation concerning compliance with the work re-16

quirement under paragraph (1). 17

‘‘SEC. 5123. TRIBAL EDUCATION AGENCIES COOPERATIVE 18

AGREEMENTS. 19

‘‘(a) PURPOSE.—Tribes may enter into written coop-20

erative agreements with the State educational agency and 21

the local educational agencies operating a school or schools 22

within Indian lands. For purposes of this section, the term 23

‘Indian land’ has the meaning given that term in section 24

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‘‘(b) COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT.—If requested by 1

the Indian tribe, the State educational agency or the local 2

educational agency may enter into a cooperative agree-3

ment with the Indian tribe.

‘‘(B) be based solely on terms of the writ-24

ten agreement decided upon by the Indian tribe 25
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and the State educational agency or local edu-1

cation agency.

‘‘(c) DISAGREEMENT.—Agreements shall only be 3

valid if the Indian tribe and State educational agency or 4

local educational agency agree fully in writing to all of 5

the terms of the written cooperative agreement. 6

‘‘(d) COMPLIANCE WITH APPLICABLE LAW.—Noth-7

ing in this section shall be construed to relieve any party 8

to a cooperative agreement from complying with all appli-9

cable Federal, State, local laws. State and local edu-10

cational agencies are still the ultimate responsible, liable 11

parties for complying with all laws and funding require-12

ments for any functions that are conveyed to tribes and 13

tribal education agencies through the cooperative agree-14

ments.

the term ‘Indian Tribe’ means any tribe or band that is 17

officially recognized by the Secretary of the Interior.

‘‘Subpart 3—National Activities 19

‘‘SEC. 5131. NATIONAL RESEARCH ACTIVITIES. 20

‘‘(a) AUTHORIZED ACTIVITIES.—The Secretary may 21

use funds made available to carry out this subpart for each 22

fiscal year to— 23

‘‘(1) conduct research related to effective ap-24

proaches for improving the academic achievement 25
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and development of Indian and Alaska Native chil-1

dren and adults; 2

‘‘(2) collect and analyze data on the educational 3

status and needs of Indian and Alaska Native stu-4

dents; and 5

‘‘(3) carry out other activities that are con-6

sistent with the purpose of this part. 7

‘‘(b) ELIGIBILITY.—The Secretary may carry out any 8

of the activities described in subsection (a) directly or 9

through grants to, or contracts or cooperative agreements 10

Educational Research and Improvement, the Bureau 23

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‘‘SEC. 5132. IMPROVEMENT OF ACADEMIC SUCCESS FOR 1

STUDENTS THROUGH NATIVE AMERICAN 2

LANGUAGE. 3

‘‘(a) PURPOSE.—It is the purpose of this section to 4

improve educational opportunities and academic achieve-5

ment of Indian and Alaska Native students through Na-6

tive American language programs and to foster the acqui-7

sition of Native American language. 8

‘‘(b) DEFINITION OF ELIGIBLE ENTITY.—In this sec-9

tion, the term ‘eligible entity’ means a State educational 10

agency, local educational agency, Indian tribe, Indian or-11

ganization, federally supported elementary school or sec-12

ondary school for Indian students, Indian institution (in-13

cluding an Indian institution of higher education), or a 14

consortium of such entities. 15

‘‘(c) GRANTS AUTHORIZED.—The Secretary shall 16

‘‘(2) Native American language restoration pro-18

grams that— 19

‘‘(A) provide instruction in not less than 1 20

Native American language; 21

‘‘(B) provide support for professional de-22

velopment activities for teachers of Native 23

American languages; 24
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‘‘(C) develop instructional materials for the 1

programs; and 2

‘‘(D) include the goal of increasing pro-3

ficiency and fluency in not less than 1 Native 4

American language. 5

‘‘(d) APPLICATION.— 6

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—An eligible entity that de-7

sires to receive a grant under this section shall sub-8

mit an application to the Secretary at such time, in 9

such manner, and accompanied by such information 10

as the Secretary may require.

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in para-6

graph (2), not more than 5 percent of the funds pro-7

vided to a grantee under this section for any fiscal 8

year may be used for administrative purposes.

‘‘SEC. 5143. PREFERENCE FOR INDIAN APPLICANTS. 5

‘‘In making grants and entering into contracts or co-6

operative agreements under subpart 2 or subpart 3, the 7

Secretary shall give a preference to Indian tribes, organi-8

zations, and institutions of higher education under any 9

program with respect to which Indian tribes, organiza-10

tions, and institutions are eligible to apply for grants, con-11

tracts, or cooperative agreements.

are critical to the attainment of educational success 6

and the long-term well-being of Alaska Native stu-7

dents. 8

‘‘(5) Improving educational outcomes for Alaska 9

Native students increases access to employment op-10

portunities. 11

‘‘(6) The programs and activities authorized 12

under this part give priority to Alaska Native orga-13

nizations as a means of increasing Alaska Native 14

parents’ and community involvement in the pro-15

motion of academic success of Alaska Native stu-16

dents. 17

‘‘(7) The Federal Government should lend sup-18

port to efforts developed by and undertaken within 19

the Alaska Native community to improve educational 20

opportunity for Alaska Native students. In 1983, 21

pursuant to Public Law 98–63, Alaska ceased to re-22

ceive educational funding from the Bureau of Indian 23

Affairs. The Bureau of Indian Education does not 24

operate any schools in Alaska, nor operate or fund 25

‘‘SEC. 5203. PURPOSES. 4

‘‘The purposes of this part are as follows: 5

‘‘(1) To recognize and address the unique edu-6

cational needs of Alaska Natives. 7

‘‘(2) To recognize the role of Alaska Native lan-8

guages and cultures in the educational success and 9

long-term well-being of Alaska Native students. 10

educational outcomes of Alaska Native people. 15

evaluation of the programs carried out under 17

this part.

‘‘(4) PERMISSIBLE ACTIVITIES.—Activities pro-19

vided through programs carried out under this part 20

may include the following which shall only be pro-21

vided specifically in the context of elementary and 22

secondary education: 23
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‘‘(A) The development of curricula and 1

programs that address the educational needs of 2

Alaska Native students, including the following: 3

‘‘(i) Curriculum materials that reflect 4

the cultural diversity, languages, history, 5

or the contributions of Alaska Native peo-6

ple.

‘‘(iii) Networks that develop, test, and 11

disseminate best practices and introduce 12

successful programs, materials, and tech-13

niques to meet the educational needs of 14

Alaska Native students in urban and rural 15

schools. 16

‘‘(B) Training and professional develop-17

ment activities for educators, including the fol-18

lowing: 19

‘‘(i) Pre-service and in-service training 20

and professional development programs to 21

prepare teachers to develop appreciation 22

for, and understanding of, Alaska Native 23

history, cultures, values, ways of knowing 24

and learning in order to effectively address 25
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the cultural diversity and unique needs of 1

Alaska Native students. 2

‘‘(ii) Recruitment and preparation of 3

teachers who are Alaska Native. 4

‘‘(iii) Programs that will lead to the 5

certification and licensing of Alaska Native 6

teachers, principals, and superintendents. 7

‘‘(C) The development and operation of 8

student enrichment programs, including those 9

in science, technology, engineering, and mathe-10

matics that— 11

‘‘(i) are designed to prepare Alaska 12

Native students to excel in such subjects; 13

‘‘(ii) provide appropriate support serv-14

ices to enable such students to benefit 15

from the programs; and 16

‘‘(iii) include activities that recognize 17

and support the unique cultural and edu-18

cational needs of Alaska Native children, 19

and incorporate appropriately qualified 20

Alaska Native elders and other tradition 21

bearers. 22

‘‘(D) Research and data collection activi-23

ties to determine the educational status and 24

needs of Alaska Native children and other re-25
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search and evaluation activities related to pro-1

grams carried out under this part. 2

‘‘(E) Activities designed to increase the 3

graduation rates of Alaska Native students and 4

prepare Alaska Native students to be college 5

and career ready upon graduation from sec-6

ondary school, such as— 7

‘‘(i) remedial and enrichment pro-8

grams; and 9

‘‘(ii) culturally based education pro-10

grams, such as— 11

‘‘(I) programs of study and other 12

instruction in Alaska Native history 13

and way of living, to share the rich 14

and diverse cultures of Alaska Native 15

peoples among Alaska Native youth 16

and elders, non-Native students, 17

teachers, and the larger community; 18

‘‘(II) instruction in leadership, 19

communication, Native culture, arts, 20

and languages to Alaska Native 21

youth; 22

‘‘(III) instruction in Alaska Na-23

tive history and ways of living to stu-24
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dents and teachers in the local school 1

district; 2

‘‘(IV) intergenerational learning 3

and internship opportunities to Alaska 4

Native youth and young adults; and 5

‘‘(V) providing cultural immer-6

sion activities aimed at Alaska Native 7

cultural preservation. 8

‘‘(F) Statewide on-site exchange programs, 9

for both students and teachers, that work to fa-10

cilitate cultural relationships between urban and 11

rural Alaskans to build mutual respect and un-12

derstanding, and foster a statewide sense of 13

common identity through host family, school, 14

and community cross-cultural immersion. 15

‘‘(G) Education programs for at-risk urban 16

Alaska Native students in kindergarten through 17

grade 12 that are designed to improve academic 18

proficiency and graduation rates, utilize strate-19

gies otherwise permissible under this part, and 20

incorporate a strong data collection and contin-21

uous evaluation component. 22

‘‘(H) Statewide programs that provide 23

technical assistance and support to schools and 24

communities to engage adults in promoting the 25
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academic progress and overall well-being of 1

Alaska Native people through child and youth 2

development, positive youth-adult relationships, 3

improved conditions for learning (school cli-4

mate, student connection to school and commu-5

nity), and increased connections between 6

schools and families. 7

‘‘(I) Career preparation activities to enable 8

Alaska Native children and adults to prepare 9

for meaningful employment, including programs 10

providing tech-prep, mentoring, training, and 11

apprenticeship activities. 12

‘‘(J) Support for the development and 13

operational activities of regional vocational 14

schools in rural areas of Alaska to provide stu-15

dents with necessary resources to prepare for 16

skilled employment opportunities. 17

‘‘(K) Regional leadership academies that 18

demonstrate effectiveness in building respect, 19

understanding, and fostering a sense of Alaska 20

Native identity to promote their pursuit of and 21

success in completing higher education or ca-22

reer training. 23
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‘‘(L) Strategies designed to increase the 1

involvement of parents in their children’s edu-2

cation. 3

‘‘(b) LIMITATION ON ADMINISTRATIVE COSTS.—Not 4

more than 5 percent of funds provided to an award recipi-5

ent under this part for any fiscal year may be used for 6

administrative purposes. 7

‘‘(c) PRIORITIES.—In awarding grants or contracts 8

to carry out activities described in this subpart, the Sec-9

retary shall give priority to applications from Alaska Na-10

tive Organizations. Such priority shall be explicitly delin-11

eated in the Secretary’s process for evaluating applications 12

and applied consistently and transparently to all applica-13

tions from Alaska Native Organizations. 14

‘‘(d) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There 15

are authorized to be appropriated to carry out this part 16

$33,185,000 for each of fiscal years 2016 through 2019. 17

‘‘SEC. 5205. ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS. 18

‘‘(a) APPLICATION REQUIRED.— 19

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—No grant may be made 20

under this part, and no contract may be entered into 21

under this part, unless the Alaska Native organiza-22

tion or entity seeking the grant or contract submits 23

an application to the Secretary in such form, in such 24

1974 (42 U.S.C. 2991 et seq.); 19

‘‘(B) Public Law 95–341 (commonly 20

known as the ‘American Indian Religious Free-21

dom Act’ (42 U.S.C. 1996)); 22

‘‘(C) the National Museum of the Amer-23

ican Indian Act (20 U.S.C. 80q et seq.); 24
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‘‘(D) the Native American Graves Protec-1

tion and Repatriation Act (25 U.S.C. 3001 et 2

seq.); 3

‘‘(E) the National Historic Preservation 4

Act (16 U.S.C. 470 et seq.); 5

‘‘(F) the Native American Languages Act 6

(25 U.S.C. 2901 et seq.); 7

‘‘(G) the American Indian, Alaska Native, 8

and Native Hawaiian Culture and Art Develop-9

ment Act (20 U.S.C. 4401 et seq.); 10

‘‘(H) the Workforce Investment Act of 11

1998 (29 U.S.C. 2801 et seq.); and 12

‘‘(I) the Older Americans Act of 1965 (42 13

U.S.C. 3001 et seq.). 14

‘‘(5) Many Native Hawaiian students lag be-15

hind other students in terms of— 16

‘‘(A) school readiness factors; 17

‘‘(B) scoring below national norms on edu-18

cation achievement tests at all grade levels; 19

‘‘(C) underrepresentation in the uppermost 20

achievement levels and in gifted and talented 21

programs; 22

‘‘(D) overrepresentation among students 23

qualifying for special education programs; 24
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‘‘(E) underrepresentation in institutions of 1

higher education and among adults who have 2

completed 4 or more years of college. 3

‘‘(6) The percentage of Native Hawaiian stu-4

dents served by the State of Hawaii Department of 5

Education rose 30 percent from 1980 to 2008, and 6

there are and will continue to be geographically 7

rural, isolated areas with a high Native Hawaiian 8

population density. 9

‘‘(7) The Native Hawaiian people are deter-10

mined to preserve, develop, and transmit to future 11

generations their ancestral territory and their cul-12

tural identity in accordance with their own spiritual 13

and traditional beliefs, customs, practices, language, 14

and social institutions. 15

‘‘SEC. 5302. PURPOSES. 16

‘‘The purposes of this part are— 17

‘‘(1) to authorize, develop, implement, assess, 18

and evaluate innovative educational programs, Na-19

tive Hawaiian language medium programs, Native 20

Hawaiian culture-based education programs, and 21

other education programs to improve the academic 22

achievement of Native Hawaiian students by meet-23

ing their unique cultural and language needs in 24
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order to help such students meet challenging State 1

student academic achievement standards; 2

‘‘(2) to provide guidance to appropriate Fed-3

‘‘(B) rigorous and substantive Native Ha-10

‘‘(3) to create a system by which information 14

from programs funded under this part will be col-15

lected, analyzed, evaluated, reported, and used in de-16

cisionmaking activities regarding the types of grants 17

awarded under this part. 18

‘‘SEC. 5303. NATIVE HAWAIIAN EDUCATION COUNCIL 19

GRANT. 20

‘‘(a) GRANT AUTHORIZED.—In order to better effec-21

tuate the purposes of this part through the coordination 22

of educational and related services and programs available 23

to Native Hawaiians, including those programs that re-24

ceive funding under this part, the Secretary shall award 25

‘‘(6) prepare and submit to the Secretary, at 13

the end of each calendar year, an annual report that 14

contains— 15

‘‘(A) a description of the activities of the 16

Education Council during the calendar year; 17

‘‘(B) a description of significant barriers to 18

achieving the goals of this part; 19

‘‘(C) a summary of each community con-20

sultation session described in subsection (e); 21

and 22

‘‘(D) recommendations to establish prior-23

ities for funding under this part, based on an 24

assessment of— 25
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‘‘(i) the educational needs of Native 1

Hawaiians; 2

‘‘(ii) programs and services available 3

to address such needs; 4

‘‘(iii) the effectiveness of programs in 5

improving the educational performance of 6

Native Hawaiian students to help such stu-7

dents meet challenging State student aca-8

demic achievement standards; and 9

‘‘(iv) priorities for funding in specific 10

geographic communities. 11

‘‘(e) USE OF FUNDS FOR COMMUNITY CONSULTA-12

TIONS.—The Education Council shall use funds made 13

available through the grant under subsection (a) to hold 14

not less than one community consultation each year on 15

each of the islands of Hawaii, Maui, Molokai, Lanai, 16

Oahu, and Kauai, at which— 17

‘‘(1) not less than three members of the Edu-18

cation Council shall be in attendance; 19

‘‘(2) the Education Council shall gather com-20

munity input regarding— 21

‘‘(A) current grantees under this part, as 22

of the date of the consultation; 23

‘‘(B) priorities and needs of Native Hawai-24

ians; and 25

Act of 1975, title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 17

1964, title IX of the Education Amendments of 18

1972, section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 19

1973, part B of the Individuals with Disabil-20

ities Education Act, the Americans with Dis-21

abilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 12101 et seq.), 22

‘‘(27) INSTITUTION OF HIGHER EDUCATION.— 19

The term ‘institution of higher education’ has the 20

meaning given that term in section 101(a) of the 21

Higher Education Act of 1965. 22

‘‘(28) LOCAL EDUCATIONAL AGENCY.— 23

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘local edu-24

cational agency’ means a public board of edu-25
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cation or other public authority legally con-1

stituted within a State for either administrative 2

control or direction of, or to perform a service 3

function for, public elementary schools or sec-4

ondary schools in a city, county, township, 5

school district, or other political subdivision of 6

a State, or of or for a combination of school 7

districts or counties that is recognized in a 8

State as an administrative agency for its public 9

elementary schools or secondary schools.

of the Compact of Free Association Amend-6

ments Act of 2003 (Public Law 99–658; 117 7

Stat. 2751) and until an agreement for the ex-8

tension of United States education assistance 9

under the Compact of Free Association becomes 10

effective for the Republic of Palau; and 11

‘‘(C) for the purpose of any discretionary 12

grant program under this Act, includes the Re-13

public of the Marshall Islands and the Fed-14

erated States of Micronesia, to the extent per-15

mitted under section 105(f)(1)(B)(viii) of the 16

Compact of Free Association Amendments Act 17

of 2003 (Public Law 108–188; 117 Stat. 18

2751). 19

‘‘(32) PARENT.—The term ‘parent’ includes a 20

legal guardian or other person standing in loco 21

parentis (such as a grandparent, stepparent, or fos-22

ter parent with whom the child lives, or a person 23

who is legally responsible for the child’s welfare). 24
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‘‘(33) PARENTAL INVOLVEMENT.—The term 1

‘parental involvement’ means the participation of 2

parents in regular, two-way, and meaningful commu-3

nication involving student academic learning and 4

other school activities, including ensuring— 5

‘‘(A) that parents play an integral role in 6

assisting in their child’s learning; 7

teachers teach, and enable teachers to be-15

come effective educators; 16

schoolwide and districtwide educational im-18

the opportunity to meet State academic 23

of effective instructional strategies that are 15

‘‘(viii) are aligned with and directly 22

and managerial operations in the school 19

ondary school’ means a nonprofit institutional day or 24

residential school, including a public secondary char-25
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ter school, that provides secondary education, as de-1

termined under State law, except that the term does 2

not include any education beyond grade 12. 3

‘‘(40) SECRETARY.—The term ‘Secretary’ 4

means the Secretary of Education. 5

‘‘(41) SPECIALIZED INSTRUCTIONAL SUPPORT 6

PERSONNEL; SPECIALIZED INSTRUCTIONAL SUPPORT 7

SERVICES.— 8

‘‘(A) SPECIALIZED INSTRUCTIONAL SUP-9

PORT PERSONNEL.—The term ‘specialized in-10

structional support personnel’ means school 11

counselors, school social workers, school psy-12

chologists, and other qualified professional per-13

sonnel involved in providing assessment, diag-14

nosis, counseling, educational, therapeutic, and 15

other necessary services (including related serv-16

ices as that term is defined in section 602 of 17

the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act) 18

as part of a comprehensive program to meet 19

student needs.

‘‘(B) SPECIALIZED INSTRUCTIONAL SUP-21

PORT SERVICES.—The term ‘specialized instruc-22

tional support services’ means the services pro-23

vided by specialized instructional support per-24

sonnel. 25
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‘‘(42) STATE.—The term ‘State’ means each of 1

the 50 States, the District of Columbia, the Com-2

monwealth of Puerto Rico, and each of the outlying 3

areas. 4

‘‘(43) STATE EDUCATIONAL AGENCY.—The 5

term ‘State educational agency’ means the agency 6

primarily responsible for the State supervision of 7

public elementary schools and secondary schools. 8

‘‘(44) TECHNOLOGY.—The term ‘technology’ 9

means modern information, computer and commu-10

nication technology products, services, or tools, in-11

cluding, but not limited to, the Internet and other 12

communications networks, computer devices and 13

other computer and communications hardware, soft-14

ware applications, data systems, and other electronic 15

content and data storage. 16

‘‘SEC. 6102. APPLICABILITY OF TITLE. 17

‘‘Parts B, C, D, and E of this title do not apply to 18

title IV of this Act.

and other monitoring activities; and 23
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‘‘(H) implementation of the Cooperative 1

Audit Resolution and Oversight Initiative of the 2

Department. 3

‘‘(c) RECORDS.—A State educational agency that 4

consolidates administrative funds under this section shall 5

not be required to keep separate records, by individual 6

program, to account for costs relating to the administra-7

tion of programs included in the consolidation under sub-8

section (a). 9

‘‘(d) REVIEW.—To determine the effectiveness of 10

State administration under this section, the Secretary may 11

periodically review the performance of State educational 12

agencies in using consolidated administrative funds under 13

this section and take such steps as the Secretary finds 14

appropriate to ensure the effectiveness of that administra-15

tion. 16

‘‘(e) UNUSED ADMINISTRATIVE FUNDS.—If a State 17

educational agency does not use all of the funds available 18

to the agency under this section for administration, the 19

agency may use those funds during the applicable period 20

of availability as funds available under one or more pro-21

grams included in the consolidation under subsection (a).

‘‘SEC. 6203. CONSOLIDATION OF FUNDS FOR LOCAL ADMIN-8

educational agency that consolidates administrative funds 9

under this section may use the consolidated funds for the 10

administration of the programs and for uses, at the school 11

district and school levels, comparable to those described 12

in section 6201(b)(2).

solidates administrative funds under this section shall not 15

be required to keep separate records, by individual pro-16

gram, to account for costs relating to the administration 17

of the programs included in the consolidation.

OF THE INTERIOR FUNDS. 20

to the Department of the Interior, as a consolidated 23

amount for covered programs, the Indian education 24

programs under part A of title V, and the education 25
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for homeless children and youth program under sub-1

title B of title VII of the McKinney-Vento Homeless 2

Assistance Act, the amounts allotted to the Depart-3

ment of the Interior under those programs. 4

‘‘(2) AGREEMENT.— 5

‘‘(b) ADMINISTRATION.—The Department of the In-21

terior may use not more than 1.5 percent of the funds 22

consolidated under this section for its costs related to the 23

administration of the funds transferred under this section. 24
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‘‘PART C—COORDINATION OF PROGRAMS; CON-1

SOLIDATED STATE AND LOCAL PLANS AND 2

APPLICATIONS 3

‘‘SEC. 6301. PURPOSES. 4

‘‘The purposes of this part are— 5

‘‘(1) to improve teaching and learning by en-6

couraging greater cross-program coordination, plan-7

ning, and service delivery; 8

‘‘(2) to provide greater flexibility to State and 9

local authorities through consolidated plans, applica-10

tions, and reporting; and 11

‘‘SEC. 6302. OPTIONAL CONSOLIDATED STATE PLANS OR 14

APPLICATIONS. 15

‘‘(1) SIMPLIFICATION.—In order to simplify ap-17

plication requirements and reduce the burden for 18

State educational agencies under this Act, the Sec-19

retary, in accordance with subsection (b), shall es-20

tablish procedures and criteria under which, after 21

consultation with the Governor, a State educational 22

agency may submit a consolidated State plan or a 23

consolidated State application meeting the require-24

ments of this section for— 25
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‘‘(A) each of the covered programs in 1

which the State participates; and 2

‘‘(B) such other programs as the Secretary 3

may designate. 4

‘‘(2) CONSOLIDATED APPLICATIONS AND 5

PLANS.—After consultation with the Governor, a 6

State educational agency that submits a consolidated 7

State plan or a consolidated State application under 8

this section shall not be required to submit separate 9

State plans or applications under any of the pro-10

grams to which the consolidated State plan or con-11

solidated State application under this section ap-12

plies. 13

‘‘(b) COLLABORATION.— 14

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—In establishing criteria and 15

procedures under this section, the Secretary shall 16

collaborate with State educational agencies and, as 17

appropriate, with other State agencies, local edu-18

cational agencies, public and private agencies, orga-19

nizations, and institutions, private schools, and par-20

ents, students, and teachers. 21

‘‘(2) CONTENTS.—Through the collaborative 22

process described in paragraph (1), the Secretary 23

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tion, assurances, and other material required to be 1

included in a consolidated State plan or consolidated 2

State application.

12

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—In order to simplify reporting re-13

quirements and reduce reporting burdens, the Secretary 14

shall establish procedures and criteria under which a State 15

educational agency, in consultation with the Governor of 16

the State, may submit a consolidated State annual report. 17

‘‘(b) CONTENTS.—The report shall contain informa-18

tion about the programs included in the report, including 19

the performance of the State under those programs, and 20

other matters as the Secretary determines are necessary, 21

such as monitoring activities. 22

rate individual annual reports for the programs included 24

in the consolidated State annual report. 25

consultation with the Governor of the State, that submits 4

‘‘(C) the adoption of written procedures for 6

the receipt and resolution of complaints alleging 7

‘‘(4) the State will cooperate in carrying out 10

any evaluation of each such program conducted by 11

or for the Secretary or other Federal officials; 12

‘‘SEC. 6305. CONSOLIDATED LOCAL PLANS OR APPLICA-10

TIONS. 11

‘‘(a) GENERAL AUTHORITY.— 12

‘‘(1) CONSOLIDATED PLAN.—A local edu-13

cational agency receiving funds under more than one 14

covered program may submit plans or applications 15

to the State educational agency under those pro-16

grams on a consolidated basis.

cational agency (which shall make the reports 8

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TITLE VIII—MISCELLANEOUS 1

PROVISIONS 2

SEC. 801. FINDINGS; SENSE OF THE CONGRESS. 3

(a) FINDINGS.—The Congress finds as follows: 4

(1) To avoid negative attention and litigation, 5

some local educational agencies have entered into 6

agreements with employees who are suspected of 7

abusing or are known to have abused students. 8

(2) Instead of reporting sexual misconduct with 9

minors to the proper authorities such as the police 10

or child welfare services, under such agreements the 11

local educational agencies, schools, and employees 12

keep the information private and facilitate the em-13

ployee’s transfer to another local educational agency. 14

(b) SENSE OF THE CONGRESS.—It is the sense of 15

the Congress that— 16

(1) confidentiality agreements between local 17

educational agencies or schools and suspected child 18

sex abusers should be prohibited; 19

(2) the practice of employee transfers after sus-20

pected or proven sexual misconduct should be 21

stopped, and States should require local educational 22

agencies and schools to provide law enforcement 23

with all information regarding sexual conduct be-24

tween an employee and a minor; and 25
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(3) Congress should help protect children and 1

help stop this unacceptable practice in our schools. 2

SEC. 802. PREVENTING IMPROPER USE OF TAXPAYER 3

FUNDS. 4

To ensure any misuse of taxpayer funds is stopped 5

or prevented before it occurs, the Secretary of Edu-6

cation— 7

(1) shall ensure that each recipient of a grant 8

or subgrant under the Elementary and Secondary 9

Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 6301 et seq.) 10

prominently displays the Department of Education 11

Office of Inspector General hotline contact informa-12

tion so any individual who observes, detects, or sus-13

pects improper use of taxpayer funds can easily re-14

port such improper use; 15

(2) annually shall notify employees of the De-16

partment of Education of their responsibility to re-17

port fraud; and 18

(3) shall ensure that applicants for grants or 19

subgrants under such Act are aware of their require-20

ment to submit truthful and accurate information 21

when applying for grants or subgrants and respond-22

ing to monitoring and compliance reviews. 23
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SEC. 803. ACCOUNTABILITY TO TAXPAYERS THROUGH MON-1

ITORING AND OVERSIGHT. 2

To ensure better monitoring and oversight of tax-3

payer funds authorized to be appropriated under the Ele-4

mentary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 5

6301 et seq.), and to deter and prohibit waste, fraud, and 6

abuse of such funds, the Secretary of Education— 7

(1) shall ensure that each recipient of a grant 8

or subgrant under such Act is aware of— 9

(A) their responsibility to comply with all 10

monitoring requirements under the applicable 11

program or programs; 12

(B) their further responsibility to monitor 13

properly any sub-grantee under the applicable 14

program or programs; and 15

(C) the Secretary’s schedule for monitoring 16

and any other compliance reviews to ensure 17

proper use of Federal funds; 18

(2) shall review and analyze the results of moni-19

toring and compliance reviews— 20

(A) to understand trends and identify com-21

mon issues; and 22

(B) to issue guidance to help grantees ad-23

dress these issues before the loss or misuse of 24

taxpayer funding occurs; 25
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(3) shall publically report the work undertaken 1

by the Secretary to prevent fraud, waste, and abuse, 2

including specific cases where the Secretary found 3

and prevented the misuse of taxpayer funds; and 4

(4) shall work with the Office of Inspector Gen-5

eral in the Department of Education as needed to 6

help ensure that employees of such department un-7

derstand how to monitor grantees properly and to 8

help grantees monitor any sub-grantees properly. 9

SEC. 804. PROHIBITION OF USING EDUCATION FUNDS FOR 10

EXCESS PAYMENTS TO CERTAIN RETIRE-11

MENT OR PENSION SYSTEMS. 12

(a) IN GENERAL.—No State receiving funds author-13

ized under this Act or the amendments made by this Act 14

may require any local educational agency using funds au-15

thorized under this Act to hire or pay the salary of teach-16

ers to use such funds to make contributions to a teacher 17

retirement or pension system for a plan year in excess of 18

the normal cost of pension benefits for such plan year for 19

which the employing local educational agency has respon-20

sibility. 21

(b) NORMAL COST DEFINED.—For purposes of this 22

section, the term ‘‘normal cost’’ means the portion of the 23

cost of projected benefits allocated to the current plan 24
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year, not including any unfunded liabilities the teacher re-1

tirement or pension system has accrued. 2

SEC. 805. SENSE OF CONGRESS ON THE FREE EXERCISE OF 3

RELIGION. 4

It is the sense of Congress that— 5

(1) a student, teacher, or school administrator 6

retains their rights under the First Amendment, in-7

cluding the right to free exercise of religion, during 8

the school day or while on elementary and secondary 9

school grounds; and 10

(2) elementary and secondary schools should ex-11

amine their policies to ensure that, in a manner con-12

sistent with the Constitution, law, and court deci-13

sions, students, teachers, and school administrators 14

are able to fully participate in activities on elemen-15

tary and secondary school grounds related to their 16

religious freedom. 17

TITLE IX—SCHOOLS OF THE 18

FUTURE ACT 19

SEC. 901. SHORT TITLE. 20

This title may be cited as the ‘‘Schools of the Future 21

Act’’. 22

SEC. 902. FINDINGS. 23

The Congress finds the following: 24
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(1) Digital learning technology holds the prom-1

ise of transforming rural education by removing bar-2

riers of distance and increasing school capacity. 3

(2) While many large urban local educational 4

agencies are at the forefront of implementing new 5

digital learning innovations, it is often harder for 6

smaller and more rural local educational agencies to 7

access these tools. Smaller local educational agencies 8

with less capacity may also find it more difficult to 9

provide the training needed to effectively implement 10

new digital learning technologies. 11

(3) Despite the potential of digital learning in 12

rural areas, these advancements risk bypassing rural 13

areas without support for their implementation. 14

Rather than having schools and local educational 15

agencies apply digital learning innovations designed 16

for urban environments to rural areas, it is impor-17

tant that digital learning technologies be developed 18

and implemented in ways that reflect the unique 19

needs of rural areas. 20

(4) Digital learning is rapidly expanding, and 21

new tools for improving teaching and learning are 22

being developed every day. A growing demand for 23

digital learning tools and products has made rig-24

orous evaluation of their effectiveness increasingly 25
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important, as this information would allow school 1

and local educational agency leaders to make in-2

formed choices about how best to use these tools to 3

improve student achievement and educational out-4

comes. 5

(5) High-quality digital learning increases stu-6

dent access to courses that may not have been avail-7

able to students in rural communities, increasing 8

their college and career readiness. 9

SEC. 903. PROGRAM AUTHORIZED. 10

(a) GRANTS TO ELIGIBLE PARTNERSHIPS.—From 11

the amounts appropriated to carry out this title, the Sec-12

retary of Education is authorized to award grants, on a 13

competitive basis, to eligible partnerships to carry out the 14

activities described in section 906. 15

(b) DURATION OF GRANT.—A grant under subsection 16

(a) shall be awarded for not less than a 3-year and not 17

longer than a 5-year period. 18

(c) FISCAL AGENT.—If an eligible partnership re-19

ceives a grant under this title, a school partner in the part-20

nership shall serve as the fiscal agent for the partnership. 21

SEC. 904. APPLICATION. 22

An eligible partnership desiring a grant under this 23

title shall submit an application to the Secretary at such 24

time, in such manner, and containing such information as 25
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the Secretary may require, which shall include the fol-1

lowing: 2

(1) A description of the eligible partnership, in-3

cluding the name of each of the partners and their 4

respective roles and responsibilities. 5

(2) A description of the technology-based learn-6

ing practice, tool, strategy, or course that the eligi-7

ble partnership proposes to develop or implement 8

using the grant funds. 9

(3) An assurance that all teachers of record 10

hold the relevant license and are otherwise qualified 11

to implement any technology-based practice, tool, 12

strategy, or course using the grant funds. 13

(4) An assurance that all students in a class or 14

school implementing a practice, tool, strategy or 15

course using the grant funds will have access to any 16

equipment necessary to participate on a full and eq-17

uitable basis. 18

(5) An assurance that the proposed uses of 19

smartphones, laptops, tablets, or other devices sus-20

ceptible to inappropriate use have the informed con-21

sent of parents or guardians and are not incon-22

sistent with any policies of the local educational 23

agency on the use of such devices. 24

(6) Information relevant to the selection criteria 1

under section 905(c). 2

(7) A description of the evaluation to be under-3

taken by the eligible partnership, including— 4

(A) how the school partner and the evalua-5

tion partner will work together to implement 6

the practice, tool, strategy, or course in such a 7

way that permits the use of a rigorous, inde-8

pendent evaluation design that meets the stand-9

ards of the What Works Clearinghouse of the 10

Institute of Education Sciences; and 11

(B) a description of the evaluation design 12

that meets such standards, which will be used 13

to measure any significant effects on the out-14

comes described in paragraphs (1) through (3) 15

of section 907(a). 16

(8) An estimate of the number of students to 17

be reached through the grant and evidence of its ca-18

pacity to reach the proposed number of students 19

during the course of the grant. 20

(9) Any other information the Secretary may 21

require. 22

SEC. 905. APPLICATION REVIEW AND AWARD BASIS. 23

(a) PEER REVIEW.—The Secretary shall use a peer 24

review process to review applications for grants under this 25
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title. The Secretary shall appoint individuals to the peer 1

review process who have relevant expertise in digital learn-2

ing, research and evaluation, standards quality and align-3

ment, and rural education. 4

(b) AWARD BASIS.—In awarding grants under this 5

title, the Secretary shall ensure, to the extent practicable, 6

diversity in the type of activities funded under the grants. 7

(c) SELECTION CRITERIA.—In evaluating an eligible 8

partnership’s application for a grant under this title, the 9

Secretary shall consider— 10

(1) the need for the proposed technology-based 11

learning practice, tool, strategy, or course; 12

(2) the quality of the design of the proposed 13

practice, tool, strategy, or course; 14

(3) the strength of the existing research evi-15

dence with respect to such practice, tool, strategy, or 16

course; 17

(4) the experience of the eligible partnership; 18

and 19

(5) the quality of the evaluation proposed by 20

the eligible partnership. 21

(d) DEDICATED FUNDING FOR FRINGE RURAL, DIS-22

TANT RURAL, AND REMOTE RURAL SCHOOLS.—Not less 23

than 50 percent of the grant funds awarded under this 24

title shall be awarded to eligible partnerships that provides 25
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assurances that the school partners in the eligible partner-1

ship will ensure that each school to be served by the grant 2

is designated with a school locale code of Fringe Rural, 3

Distant Rural, or Remote Rural, as determined by the 4

Secretary. 5

SEC. 906. USE OF FUNDS. 6

(a) REQUIRED USE OF FUNDS.— 7

(1) IN GENERAL.—An eligible partnership re-8

ceiving a grant under this title shall use such funds 9

to implement and evaluate the results of technology- 10

based learning practices, strategies, tools, or courses, 11

including the practices, strategies, tools, or courses 12

identified under paragraphs (2) through (6). 13

(2) TOOLS AND COURSES DESIGNED TO PER-14

SONALIZE THE LEARNING EXPERIENCE.—Tech-15

nology-based tools and courses identified under this 16

paragraph include the following types of tools and 17

courses designed to personalize the learning experi-18

ence: 19

(A) Technology-based personalized instruc-20

tional systems. 21

(B) Adaptive software, games, or tools, 22

that can be used to personalize learning. 23

(C) Computer-based tutoring courses to 24

help struggling students. 25
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(D) Games, digital tools, and smartphone 1

or tablet applications to improve students’ en-2

gagement, focus, and time on task. 3

(E) Other tools and courses designed to 4

personalize the learning experience. 5

(3) PRACTICES AND STRATEGIES DESIGNED TO 6

AID AND INFORM INSTRUCTION.—Technology-based 7

practices and strategies identified under this para-8

graph include the following types of practices and 9

strategies designed to aid and inform instruction: 10

(A) Adaptive software, games, or tools that 11

can be used for the purpose of formative assess-12

ment. 13

(B) Web resources that provide teachers 14

and their students access to instructional and 15

curricular materials that are— 16

(i) aligned with high-quality stand-17

ards; and 18

(ii) designed to prepare students for 19

college and a career, such as a repository 20

of primary historical sources for use in his-21

tory and civics courses or examples of de-22

velopmentally appropriate science experi-23

ments. 24
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(C) Online professional development oppor-1

tunities, teacher mentoring opportunities, and 2

professional learning communities. 3

(D) Tools or web resources designed to ad-4

dress specific instructional problems. 5

(E) Other practices and strategies de-6

signed to personalize the learning experience. 7

(4) TOOLS, COURSES, AND STRATEGIES DE-8

SIGNED TO IMPROVE THE ACHIEVEMENT OF STU-9

DENTS WITH SPECIFIC EDUCATIONAL NEEDS.— 10

Technology-based tools, courses, and strategies iden-11

tified under this paragraph include the following 12

types of tools, courses, and strategies designed to 13

meet the needs of students with specific educational 14

needs: 15

(A) Digital tools specifically designed to 16

meet the needs of students with a particular 17

disability. 18

(B) Online courses that give students who 19

are not on track to graduate or have already 20

dropped out of school the opportunity for accel-21

erated credit recovery. 22

(C) Language instruction courses, games, 23

or software designed to meet the needs of 24

English language learners. 25
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(D) Other tools, courses, and strategies de-1

signed to personalize the learning experience. 2

(5) TOOLS, COURSES, AND STRATEGIES DE-3

SIGNED TO HELP STUDENTS DEVELOP 21ST CEN-4

TURY SKILLS.—Technology-based tools, courses, and 5

strategies identified under this paragraph include 6

peer-to-peer virtual learning opportunities to be used 7

for the purposes of project-based learning, deeper 8

learning, and collaborative learning, and other tools, 9

courses, and strategies designed to help students de-10

velop 21st century skills, such as the ability to think 11

critically and solve problems, be effective commu-12

nicators, collaborate with others, and learn to create 13

and innovate. 14

(6) TECHNOLOGY-BASED OR ONLINE COURSES 15

THAT ALLOW STUDENTS TO TAKE COURSES THAT 16

THEY WOULD NOT OTHERWISE HAVE ACCESS TO.— 17

Technology-based or online courses identified under 18

this paragraph include courses or collections of 19

courses approved by the applicable local educational 20

agency or State educational agency that provide stu-21

dents with access to courses that they would not oth-22

erwise have access to, such as the following: 23

(A) An online repository of elective 24

courses. 25
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(B) Online or software-based courses in 1

foreign languages, especially in languages iden-2

tified as critical or in schools where a teacher 3

is not available to teach the language or course 4

level a student requires. 5

(C) Online advanced or college-level 6

courses that can be taken for credit. 7

(b) AUTHORIZED USE OF FUNDS.—An eligible part-8

nership receiving a grant under this title may use grant 9

funds to— 10

(1) develop or implement the technology for 11

technology-based learning strategies, practices, 12

courses, or tools to be carried out under the grant; 13

(2) purchase hardware or software needed to 14

carry out such strategies, practices, courses, or tools 15

under the grant, except that such purchases may not 16

exceed 50 percent of total grant funds; 17

(3) address the particular needs of student sub-18

groups, including students with disabilities and 19

English-language learners; 20

(4) provide technology-based professional devel-21

opment or professional development on how to maxi-22

mize the utility of technology; and 23

(5) address issues of cost and capacity in rural 24

areas and shortage subjects. 25
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(c) SUPPLEMENTATION.—An eligible partnership 1

that receives a grant under this title shall use the grant 2

funds to supplement, not supplant, the work of teachers 3

with students, and may not use such funds to reduce staff-4

ing levels for the school partners in the eligible partner-5

ship. 6

(d) TEACHER OF RECORD.—For each student in a 7

class or school implementing a practice, tool, strategy, or 8

course using grant funds provided under this title, there 9

shall be a teacher of record, holding the relevant certifi-10

cation or license, and otherwise qualified to implement any 11

digitally-based practice, tool, strategy or course using the 12

grant funds. An eligible partnership shall use grant funds 13

provided under this title, and shall determine the extent 14

and nature of pedagogical uses of digital tools, in a man-15

ner that is consistent with the judgments of teachers of 16

record about what is developmentally appropriate for stu-17

dents. 18

SEC. 907. DATA COLLECTION AND EVALUATION. 19

(a) IN GENERAL.—Each eligible partnership receiv-20

ing a grant under this title shall require its evaluation 21

partner to complete an independent, comprehensive, well- 22

designed, and well-implemented evaluation that meets the 23

standards of the What Works Clearinghouse after the 24
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third year of implementation of the grant to measure the 1

effect of the practice, tool, strategy, or course on— 2

(1) growth in student achievement, as measured 3

by high quality assessments that provide objective, 4

valid, reliable measures of student academic growth 5

and information on whether a student is on-track to 6

graduate ready for college and career; 7

(2) costs and savings to the school partner; and 8

(3) at least one of the following: 9

(A) Student achievement gaps. 10

(B) Graduation and dropout rates. 11

(C) College enrollment. 12

(D) College persistence. 13

(E) College completion. 14

(F) Placement in a living-wage job. 15

(G) Enhanced teacher or principal effec-16

tiveness as measured by valid, reliable, and 17

multiple measures of student achievement and 18

other appropriate measures. 19

(b) EVALUATION.—The Secretary shall— 20

(1) acting through the Director of the Institute 21

of Education Sciences— 22

(A) evaluate the implementation and im-23

pact of the activities supported under the grant 24

program authorized under this section; and 25
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(B) identify best practices; and 1

(2) disseminate, in consultation with the re-2

gional educational laboratories established under 3

part D of the Education Sciences Reform Act of 4

2002 and comprehensive centers established under 5

the Educational Technical Assistance Act of 2002, 6

research on best practices in school leadership. 7

(c) IMPLEMENTATION EVALUATION.—An evaluation 8

partner may use funds under this title to carry out an 9

implementation evaluation designed to provide information 10

that may be useful for schools, local educational agencies, 11

States, consortia of schools, and charter school networks 12

seeking to implement similar practices, tools, strategies, 13

or courses in the future. 14

(d) PUBLICATION OF RESULTS.—Upon completion of 15

an evaluation described in subsection (a), (b), or (c) the 16

evaluation partner shall— 17

(1) submit a report of the results of the evalua-18

tion to the Secretary; and 19

(2) make publicly available such results. 20

SEC. 908. DEFINITIONS. 21

In this title: 22

(1) ELIGIBLE PARTNERSHIP.—The term ‘‘eligi-23

ble partnership’’ means a partnership that includes 24

a school partner and not less than 1— 25
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(A) digital learning partner, except that in 1

a case in which a school partner or evaluation 2

partner demonstrates expertise in digital learn-3

ing to the Secretary; and 4

(B) evaluation partner. 5

(2) SCHOOL PARTNER.—The term ‘‘school part-6

ner’’ means a— 7

(A) local educational agency; 8

(B) a charter school network that does not 9

include virtual schools; 10

(C) a consortium of public elementary 11

schools or secondary schools; 12

(D) a regional educational service agency 13

or similar regional educational service provider; 14

or 15

(E) a consortium of the entities described 16

in subparagraphs (A) through (D). 17

(3) DIGITAL LEARNING PARTNER.—The term 18

‘‘digital learning partner’’ means an organization 19

with expertise in the technology required to develop 20

or implement the digital learning practices, tools, 21

strategies, or courses proposed by the school partner 22

with which the digital learning partner will partner 23

or has partnered under this title, such as— 24

(A) an institution of higher education; 25
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(B) a nonprofit organization; or 1

(C) an organization with school develop-2

ment or turnaround experience. 3

(4) EVALUATION PARTNER.—The term ‘‘evalua-4

tion partner’’ means a partner that has the expertise 5

and ability to carry out the evaluation of a grant re-6

ceived under this title, such as— 7

(A) an institution of higher education; 8

(B) a nonprofit organization with expertise 9

in evaluation; or 10

(C) an evaluation firm. 11

(5) INSTITUTION OF HIGHER EDUCATION.—The 12

term ‘‘institution of higher education’’ has the 13

meaning given the term in section 102 of the Higher 14

Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 1002). 15

(6) LOCAL EDUCATIONAL AGENCY.—The term 16

‘‘local educational agency’’ has the meaning given 17

the term in section 9101 of the Elementary and Sec-18

ondary Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 7801). 19

(7) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means 20

the Secretary of Education. 21
